The Tariff.

Because Mr. Blake and Mr. Mac-
kenazie say'wilat they mean respecting
their tariff policy, many of the smaller
Corservative papers attempt to misre-
present them. For instance when Mr,
Mackenzie favors incidental protection
in impusing necessary revenue taxation,
these organs cry ou' that he is “‘becom-
ing a protectionist” and Mr. Blake is
also claimed as being ready to swing
around as the genuine modern Conser-
vative does. The position - of Mr.
Blake and the whole Liberal party on
the question is, however, well summar-
ised by the Ottaw. Free Press, as fol-
lows :—

“He has always admitted that a large
revenue was a necessity, in order to meet
accruing liabilities, and carry on the bus.
iness of the country, andthat the best
way to raise this revenue is by customs
duties on imports. This much grauted,
he held that, under any possible tariff that
can be imposed, a large measure of protec
tion must necﬁbarily be given to home
manufacturers, and that, in any changes
that may be found needful, the interests
of those who, on the strength of the ex-
isting tariff may have invested capital,
must be respected, as far as compatible
with the higher interests of the country at
large

“‘But, while Mr. Blake was thus careful
to define his attitude, he also disposzd of
all chance of misunderstanding by laying
down other principles in accord with, and
supplementary to, those above given.
Mr. Blake has stated in his Maritime
Provinces, speeches, and more recently in

the tariff too high, and,therefore, that the
the duties as a whole needed revision in
the direction of a reduction; that all duties
on the ies of life, cially those
that weighed on breadstuffs and fue',
should be abolished entirely; that duties
on raw materials are a fiscal error, and
therefore, the imposts on coal, pig iron,
and partly manufuctured goode which are
the raw materials of other manufactures
should be made as low as may be absolute
ly necessary for revenue purposes. Finally
Mr. Blake contend:d that all specific
daties which bear move heavily on the
pvor man than on the rich should be re-
moved.”

Sir Leonard Tilley’s position on the
tariff question is well represented in
the following remarks respecting the
revenue returns, bv the St. John Globe:

The revenue of Canada for the *six
months of the fiscal year, ending Dec. 31,
1881, was $16,167,024. In the same
period the expenditure was $11.322,073,
80 that in six months the honorable Minis-
tor of Finance has taken ont of the
pockets of the people $4,845,000 which h-
has not used Why? He has done this
in defiance of and in violation of his ex-
press promise to the people of this consti
tuency when he came before them for
election, “If I had been in Parhament,”
said he, “I would not have voted for
increasing the duty on the non-enume-
rated articles from fifteen per cent. to
174.” He has increased them to ahout
twenty-five per cent. *‘It is not tru-
that Sir John Macdonald advocates a
35 per cent. tariff, or any increase in the
volume of taxation.” The simple question
is * How shall thirteen millions require:
from Customs be levied ?” If that was
the question, why has Sir Tilley in six
months alone taken sixteen millions? I
am prepared to say,” said he, *‘that the
taxes ought not to have been increased to
the present rate by about a million dollars
a year,” and yet Sir Leonard has increased
them five or-six millions ! If there is any
man in $t.

This, however, will
uot make good the -osses his blunder
has caused and the ruin of some indi-
viduals thereby.

Uanecossary Iaterference.

The regular Life [nsurance Compan-
ies, some of which are noue too safe,
show great jealousy of such wmutual
organizatious as the Royal Arcanum,
which give insurance at honest rates,
their expenses of management being
very small. As the regulars counld not
compete successfully with the others,
their managers appear to have applied
to the monopolists’ friends the Domin-
ion Ministry,.and their success, so far,
has been goog, as the following Ottawa
despatch of 6th inst., indicates :—

The Government will propose legisla-
tion next session compelling Mutual
Benefit Sucieties to report to the Insur-
ance Bureau here,and perbaps requiring
2 small deposit of secnrities with the
Government. The Life Iusnrance
Companies are urging this action.

There can be no objection tu the “‘re-
porting” part of the programme, but to
ask for a deposit of securities with the

Guvernment would he an iniposition of |

the most palpable kind.
Another Syadicats.

The Halifax Chronicle of Friday las:
publishes the contract which the
Government of Nova Scotia has entered
into with reference to the sale of the
Provincial iuterests in various lines of
railway. Its chief pointsare as follows:
The contract is made with E. W. Plun-
kett, one cf the contractors for the con-
struction of the Western Counties Rail-
way. A company tu be formed.are to
acquire at a valuation the Windsor &
Aunapolis Railway, the Hulifax and
Cape Breton Railway (Eastern Exteu-
sion), aud the Western Countiey Rail-
way, aud to receive also such condessions
as the Province may have obtained from
the Dominion respecting the Intercolu-
nial.  These concessions include the
Pictou Branch, which was pledged as a
honus to the Halifax and Cape Breton
Railway Company, and running powers
over the Intercolunial from Halifax to
Truro. The Company are to build the
section of the Western Counties Road
between Aunapolisand Digby, a Branch
from Pictou town to the Intercolonial
and a Branch from Windsor Junction to
Dartinouth, receiving in the latter case
the subsidy of $4.000 per mile for 20
years voted by the Dartmouth Town
Council. The company may be re-
quired to cowplete the Nictaux and
Aulantic road from Middleton to Luu-
enburg and to build a line from the
Strait of Canso to Louisburg or sume
uther puint on the e 8t coast of Cupe
Breton. These roads are treated diff-
erently from others.  Whether they
are to be built or not is in doubt. The
Guvernment are to declare their pur-
puse respecting the Cape Breton Road
before the tirst of March.

America thinks she waants alot of new
ships, but does not see how the orders are
to be placed at home for delivery during
a generation or so. A report of the
United States N wal Advisory~Board just
issued, states that the United States navy
has ouly tweunty-one ships fit to float. O
these, it is added, not half a dozen are fit
to do anything in time of war except fluat,
and that ouly on condition that they are
kept out of range of the euemy. The
majority of the Board report in favour of
building at once forty-one ships in several
classes, two of over 5,000 tous, to steamn
tifteen knots an hour; six of over 4,000
tons, to steam fourteen knots ; thirteen ot
3,500 tons, to steam thirteen knots ; and
a number of gunboats to steam ten
knots. It is thought that the promotion
of American shipbuilding islikely to bea
leading subject of the approaching Tariti
Convention. The American Protectionist
says on this subject :—*‘ In our opinion
the Protectionist ship question will be the
prominent topic. It is the complement of
the productive system. We thus far have
been able to reduce the manufacturing and
industrial preponderance of England, and
now must reduce her maritime prepm-
derance. Our trade passes through Eng-
land. We do a triangfllar business with
every country, and Eagland reaps the
profit both ways on all_we do, for she i~
the point of the triangle through which ali
must go. We must have direct trade
with other countries, and to do this must
grant certain facilities to our shippers
which can only be doune by encouraging
the shipbuilding interests. — Engineer.,
