The question as to whether the
Dominion elections will be brought
on at once, or deferred until the time

fixed by law—viz, after the next ses- |

sion of Parliament, is still being gen-
erally discussed and speculated upon
and some of the Ottawa telegraphers
have gone so far us to actually fix the
date of the great struggle in the lat-
ter part of next month. Our own
belief is that even Sir John, himself,
is yet undecided in the matter and
that all annonncements made
merely conjectural. The electious

& rule, Sir John's customary strategy,
when confronted with a dilemma, is to
adopt the policy of delay—to put off ac-
tioun as long as possible, in the hope that
time will settle some of the difficulties in
his way. If ever there was an oocasion
when he could lose nothing by a deluy of
a few months, and might perhaps gain by
it, it is at presant. :

His party has been routed in Quebec and
Nova Scotia, his colleagues of the French-
Cunadian wing of the%&binnt can hardly
bope to find seats in their native province,
or a following even if they themselves be
retarned. Tghe Haldimand election affords
little ground for supposing that Oatariv
will show material gains for the Ministry,
while a section of his party in this pro-
vince are ostensibly in revolt against the
political allies and methods hy which
alone he has been enabled to hold power,
W hat more discouraging outlook could be
presented next spring or summer ?

To bring on the elections now would be
simply to commit political suicide,and who
kuoows what unexpected turn events might
take during the intervening time, or what
pew cumbinations might 'be formed which
would enable the Goverument to face the
country with a chance at least of surviv.
ing? The advantage of the further tenure
of office for half a year orso, with its
chances of conciliating factions which are
now hostile, by the lavish outlay of pub-
lic funde, is not to be despised, All
things considered, it 18 very unlikely that
the Ottawa Ministry will ask the verdict
of the electors until they are compelled to.

At the same time, it is well that
the electors should be fully prepared
for a contest at short notice, for
there are indications ‘that Sir John
is still shuffling the political dice over
,the matter. A full Cabinet Council
s in session as we write and the fate-
ful question of a dissolutien and ap-

| peal to the people, now or next year,

will be decided. To anyone who
watches the shuffles of the political
cards being made at Ottawa, and
who looks beyond the present, as we
all should do when considering the
country's interests, the spectacle is
humiliating in the extreme. @ We
have often, in our smaller political
affairs, to tolerate frivolity, meanness
and even constructive larceny, but to
witness the barefaced, wholesale dis-
honesty and clumsy trickery, to
which Sir John Mauacdonald and his
cabal resort for the purpose of lock-
ing themselves in office, disenchants
us of the idea of their possessing any
aspirations above those of the chatla-
tan, any ability above cunning, er
any integrity that can be trusted be-
yond the most watchful surveillance.
Never was the time more opportune
for the people to proncunce judgment
in the conntry’s interests, for never
was the tide of administrative moral-
ity so low, or the forbidding features

| of malfeasance in office displayed in

such bold relief, or with
shamed effrontery. The sins of the
Macdonald administration call for
judgment. There is corruption on
the right ot us, jobbery on the left,
“boodle” behind and
taxation before and all around us.
The hydra-headed progeny of politi-
cal prostitution in all their deformity
rise in overwhelming strength to con-
demn those who have brought them
into being, and there is, at least, one
more opportunity to be presented to
the people to rid themselves of the
whole brood. If the Dominion is to
be saved from bankruptcy, the Tory
administration be defeated.
They will, no doubt, claim that they
have done one great thing—viz. had
the Pacific Railway completed, but
at what a cost to the country ! They
will boast of their efforts in giving
us a national policy, but at what a
sacrifice of the general interests of
the Dominion, and especially of the
Maritime Provinces, has that been
accomplished ! They will point to
the railways they have aided but at
what a cost ot and public
hcnor ! An honest administration
would have done quite as much, if
not more, with an unviolated trea-
sury and conscience void of offence
before the audit 'of the country. The
time matures for these public stew-
ards to present themselves for judg-
ment as to how they have adminis-
tered their tiust.

A LARGR AUDIENCE.—ENTHUSIASTIC RE-
CEPTION OF THE SPEAKERS OF THE
EVENING. —ALL CLASSES REPRESENT-

This was moved in con:equence of a
meassage sent by President Arthur to the
Congruss of the United States on the 5th
day of December, 1883. This messages
which Ishall read to you, invites Con-
gress to open up the whole question and
reads thus:

““The fishery industries, pu"med by a
numerous class of our citizens on the
northern coasts both of the Atlantic and
Pacitic Oceans, are worthy of the foster-
ing care of Congress, whenever brought
into competition with the like ndns-
tries of other countries, our tishermen,
aswellas our manufacturers of tshing
appliances and praparers of tish products,
have maintained a foremost place. I sug-
gest that Congeess creats a commission
to consider the general question of our
r:ghtsin the fisheries and 'tha means of
opening to our citizena under jnst and
enduring conditions, the richly stocked
fishing waters aud wealing grounda of
British North America.”

Now that message was sent to congress,
mark the date, on the 05th Docember,
1883, and en the 24th March, 1884, my
friend, the Hon, Mr. Divies, miveld the
resolution, which I rend in your hearing a
few moments ago. I usk how did the
that resolution?
They votet it down by the solid phalanx
which they had behind them, But they
say that the rosolution was moved at an
inopportaune time; that it was meved
when the honse was about to go into com.
mittee of supply, und therefore it was a
virtual motion of waut of* coufidence. I
contend that had the Governmeut been
honest and sincusre, had the leader of the

of Representatives in  purusnce of the
President’s suggestion, True, no action
was taken, aud for very good reason, be-
cause they saw tha resolation moved by
the Hon. Mr, Davics

by the Government of the Duminivn, and
consequently such a consideration wouid
be entirely useless,  (Applause.) Then
farther, ladies and gentlemen, their
policy, falssly called nationnl, is opposed
to reciprocity.,  Their  much.vaunted
pulicy and rociprocity caunot go hand in
hand.

On the 9th of this month a correspondent
of the Boston Ginbe sent out from London
the comm\u«zicnion which I will presently
read to you, He stater that the diatt
treaty hae gone from the Colonial office to
the authorities at Ottawa, and that it was
not favorably received by them; he then
goes on to say that this was the answer of
the ministers of the crown in Cinada to
the Colonial authorities:

“The Ministers of the Crown having
read the draft submitted thom by the
Colonial office in reference to a Reciprocit
Treaty between England and the Uuitm{
States, affecting the interssts of the Do-
minion of Canada, by which a settlement
of the existing dispute between the United
States Government and Canada as to the
fi-hery rights should be effected in accord=
ance with the recommendations contained
in the neveral paragraphs of the saig draft,
submit their objeceions to the provisions
the ein coutained, and suggestions as to
desirable modifications,

““The Ministers of her Majesty's Dominion
Government have carefully considered tho
draft, and while aware that some arrange-
ment such as proposed would be heuefioal
to all parties concerned, removing as it
donbtless would, obstacles which mar the
commercial relations of the two countries
at present, beg to rubmit the provisions of
the draft in view of the present policy of
the a'dminstration, are such that they
could not consistentlv be submitted by the
Government to the Honse of Commous
ior ratitication, sven though the proceed-
ings khould progress thus far between the
two high contracting parties,

“As mu-t be knwn, the Canadian Gov-
ernment in 1878 entered upon a new era
in the mloption of a protective system,
having in view the best interests of Can-
adian  manufactures, That policy, then
enchuraged, his proven commercially of
the bighest interest to the business com.
inunity of the country, . Their intere-ts
aund those of this Governinent are identical,

*‘To-day manufactories which have been
establishud for years are rutning with full
work, and employ large numbers of oper-
atives in the manufacture of different lines:
of goods embraced within the schedule,
It is considered that while among the arti.
clos 8o enumerated and subwitted to this
Government,those which ate the producte
of the land might without danger to the
commereial interests ofCanada be admitted
free into each country, yet there are con-
tained lthin thet schedule many articles
which the Canadian Government wounld
not care to admit in the interests of the
manufacturing commnnity,

*‘Being therefore fully aware of the deep
interest mauifested by her Majesty the
Qneen, through the Imperial autherities,
in her Canadian ocolony, and that the pro=
posed draft is the outcome of that con=
sideration, the Canadian Government feel
their deep obligation to Her Majest
for  the interest thus displayed.
It should, however, be considercd iv  thia
