A Montreal press despatch of 23cd
says
‘A melancholy occurrence took place
Sanday at Lachiue, at the residence of E.
W. Strathy. A tortnight since a young
girl entered his service as a domestic, and
Sunday she committed suicide by taking
Paris Green. No cause can be assigned
for the rash act. The girl's name was
Francis Duian and she came here about

two months ago from Chatham, N. B.”
The unfortunate girl’'s name is
Frances Dinan, and she belonged to
Douglastown. She lived for sume time
in Chatham where she was employed
as a domestic servant by Mrs. Isaac
Harris and went, iu that capacity, with
the family to Montreal in April 1885.
She left the employment of Mrs. Harris
some two months since. A younger
sister was also in Montreal.
The Montreal i*ness contains the
following in referance to the suicide.
A very distressing, deliberate, and
determined case of suicide has just oc-
curred at Lachine. A young girl,
named Frances Dinan, aged twenty-
one, a dowestic servant in the employ-
ment of Mr. E. W. Strathy, broker of
this city, went to mass yesterday morn-
ing at six o’clock, purchased a quar:er
of a pound of Paris Green on her way
back at the grocery establishment of
Mr. Adhemar Pare; performed the
duties appertaining to her positien
during the day, undressed herself at
about half-past four o-clock 1 the after-
noon, took a large portion of the poi-
son, and died in great agony about four
o'clock this morning, The facts elicited
by a Witness reporter this morning are
as follows :—Frances Dinan came from
Chatham, New Brunswick, about two
months ago to Lichine. She engaged
as domestic servant with De, Pare, who
is at present, we understand; in the
Northwest. About three weeks azo
she called uson Dr. Howard, and asked
him to prescribe for her, stating that
she was suffering from pains in her
stomach, and neuralgic affection in her
face, and also expressing the opinion
that she was suffering from worms.
Dr. Howard asked her why she did not
get ber master, De.  Pare to prescribe
for her; and she replied that she did
not like to ask him for medicine. Dr.
Howard said he did not think she was
affected with worms.  She left without
waiting to be prescribed for. About a
wezk ago she cime agiin; and on this
occasion Dr. Howard prescribed for
paiusin the stomach. Her manner
was strange, and she scemed
IN A DEPRESSED STATE.
Mrs. Howard remarked to the doctor
that she thought thers was something
wrong with the girl, and the symptoms
were cow patible with such a saspicion,
The doctor did not see lLer alive after
that date.
The deceased was about a wonth in
the employ of Mr. Strathy. She
frequently complained to Mrs. Strathy
that she was weary of life, and express-
ed the wish that she was dead.  Mre.
Strathy would remonstrate with her, |
and tell her that a young girl like her
should not talk like that. Vesterday
morning she went to early mass, return-
ed, and performed her duties till the
afternoon. About half-past four Mr.
Strathy, then in the rear, heard a
sound as of some ons vomiting, accom
panied with the exclamation, ¢Oh,
dear,” proceeding from the servant's
quarters. He at onc: asked Mrs,
Strathy to see after Frances, as he
though she might be ill. The latter
went up stairs, knocked at the door of
the room occupied by the servant—who
opened it after some delay. She was
very pale. Mrs. Strathy, alarmed,
looked round the room, and at once
saw a bottle marked “Paris green” oan
the bareau. “Parvis green” said Mrs.
Strathy. ‘‘Oh, no,” the deceased re-
plied. “Why of course it is,” Mrs.
Strathy rejuined- ““what are you doing
with it?” The deceased then confessed
that she had taken it. “But why did
you take it?” Mrs. Strathy asked.
“Oh,” the girl replied, “I am very
unhappy; [ am weary of life; I waut to
dis.” ‘“‘But why should a young girl of |
twenty one be weary of lifel” Mrs.
Strathy asked.
1AM NOT A YOUNG GIRL,”

she replied, I am old.” Meoeanwhile,
Mr. Srrathy had ron for De. Valois and
Mrs. Strathy, in his absence, was ad-
ministering emetics, which were so ef-
fectual that it was hoped the very quan-
tity of poison taken would frustrate the
object the unhappy girl had in view.
Dr. Valois, upon arriving, also presctib-
ed emetics, and with a similar good re-
sult. He left about nine o’clock, with |
a hopeful feeling that she might recover.

In the meantime her sister, Mazyie |
Dinan, who lived with a Mrs. Nickle, |
at the Dominion Bridge, had been sent
for by Mr. Strathy, and she, together
with Mr. and Mrs. Strathy, sat up with |
the deceased. Mrs. Strathy frequent- |
ly endeavored to elicit from the suffer-
ing girl, who was quite conscious, her
motive in taking poison, but in responsa
she only replied that—*“I am tired of
life! I have no other motive, upon my
soul.” About twelve o'clock, Mr. and
Mrs. Strathy, tinding that she was a
little easier, retirel to rest, but were
awakened at four this morning, by her
sister knocking at their roo.n door and
saying that Frances had taken a bad
turn. When Mr. Strathy entered the
room the deceased gave a gasp, and
died. Dr. Valois was callel in, and
pronounced life to be extinct. Mr.
Strathy at ouce communicated with the
Coroner; and Mr Jores proceeded to
Lachine, where, after emgpanelling a
jury, aninquest was held on the body,

The Buctouchs and Moncton Rail-

way.

One of the most important of the hranch
lines of railway recently placed under con-
struction in this province is that between
Buctouche and the large and growing town
of Moncton. Buctouche is in the centre
of one of the richest agricultural districts
in New Brunswick, and possesses also a
great wealth of fisheries and forest. The
line was not included in the last subsidy
act, but owing to the efforts of the local

engines, one new from the establishment
of Fleming & Sons, St. Juhn, about 0 coal
and box cars, and one passenger car, others
to be added. The contractors have done
their work well, especial credit being due
to Messrs, P, J. Gray, and Albert Trites,
the active managers of the work,

The Great Railway Bridge.

The corner stone of the great railway
bridge at Fredericton, to the laying of
which by Lady Macdonald we referred
last week, rests on the site of the city
shore pier at the foot of Sunbury street-
At this point starts the bridge which runs
in a straight line across the river at right
angles to the current striking Gibson’s
wharf about 150 feet from the inshore end.
After leaving the bridge the railway runs
in nearly a straight line until it joins
with the track of the Northern and Wes-
tern at a point on that road, about 300
feet east of the passenger station,

The sub-structure of the bridge consists
of 8 piers, 1 pivot-pier and 2 abutments.
These piers each rest on a foundation of
140 spruce piles dciven in the bed of the
river to an average depth of 17 feet. The
bed of theriveris gravel to a depth of
about 8 feet, under which is a stiff blue
clay in which the points of the piles rest.
The piles go three inches at the last blow
from a hammer weighing 1,900 pounds,
falling 32 feet. After the piles are driv.
en down they form a foundation rectangu
lar in shape 58 feet long and 18 feet wide
over this foundation a staging is erected
and a saw working under water on a ver-
tical shafc which travels back and forward
over the staging, cuts the piles off at the
level of the river bed. leaving a perfectly
level platform of piles asa foundation for
the piers. Vater tight caissons are then
built on the shore and launched into the
river. These caissons are of the same di-
mensions as the pile foundations, viz., 58
x 18, and are made of timber 12 inches
thick, the bottom of the caisson being of
two thicknesses of 12x12 inch timber laid
close together, and firmly secured by iron
drift bolts, “the seams calked and made
perfectly wat:rtight., When these caissons
are launched they are in the form of a
huge box whose sides are composed of 12
inch timbers, and the bottoms of two
thicknesses of 12 inch timbers. Masonry
is then built in these caissons up to a cer.
tain height when they are towed into posi-
tion directly over the pile foundations be-
fore spoken of.  More masonry is put in
until the caisson sinks to the bottom ef
the river aad rests on the pile foundations,
the bottom of the caisson forming the tim-
ber foundation on which the masonry
rests. The building of the masonry is
then continued in a perfectly water-tight
box up to low water level. The sides of
the caisson are of no practical use after the
pier has been brought above water level,
and the top timbers will be taken away so
that no part of the caisson will show above
low water level. The pier will be a rec-
tangular block of masonry 51x12 up to
low water level where the cut-water will
commence. The cutwater will be carried
up to within six feet of the top of the pier
or to the top of ordinary freshet level and
will run back at an angle of 45 degrees
both ways, forming a sharp edge for the
ice to break on. These cutwaters will be
of large granite, strongly dowelled to-
gether with iron dewels. The top of the
pier will be 26 ‘eet long and seven feet
thick.

The piers will be built of Spoon Island
granite and Miramichi free stone, the
cutwatersand quoins being entirely of
granite, The best of English Portland
cement will be used. When the work is
fully under way the piers will nearly all
be under construction at the same tim e,
staging baing erected at each pier for the
derricks and steam hoists to rest on,
The pivot pier on which the draw 8pan
rests will be circular in shape, 26 feet in
diame'er. It is expected that these piers
will be all completted before the first of
1888.

The bridge, which rests on these piers,
will be a through truss of steel and will
consist of six spans of 242 feet each, ona
draw span of 245 feet, and two spans of
165 each; total length of bridge, 2,027 feet.
The draw will be the third span from the
Fredericton side and the two 163 feet
