Morning Post. So black are these
holes that they have been called coal
sacks by English astronomers and
“sacs du charbon” by French ones.
But of late years the suggestion has ;

specks are not perhaps holes or voids,
but that they are spaces where the
interposition of some far-reaching
dark body prevents the light of the
distant ‘stars behind it from reaching
the eyes of the  world's observers.
That, in short there may be dark
nebulae just as there are dark stars.
The suggestion gained force with the

! fault appears to lie, in America as in
| England, with the road or with the

' authorities. The roads are never water-

ed, and therefore in summer become
very dry. Motor cars are usually so
built that their movement creates a
very strong draught, the suction from
which removes all loose or insecure
particles from the surface of the road,
very much as a vacuum brush sweeps
a carpet.

discovery of the new star in Perseus
some years ago, for this star's light
was found to be travelling through
space at such a speed that nothing but
the supposition that it was lighting up :

During the early spring of this year
Prof. E. E. Barnard has turned the |
great Yerkes observatory. telescope to
the examination of some of the dark
striations or black streamers among
the Milky Way stars, and he believes
that his photographs disclose the fact
that these lanes of darkness are un-
doubtedly in a substratum of some
kind of matter as well as among the
stars themselves. In other words,
there are dead nebulae among the
stars of the Milky Way or between
them and the terestrial observer, The
dying out of nebulae—since it does
not seem necessary any longer to use
these vast bodies of gaseous matter
for the making of suns—is a proba-
bility fully as waranted as the belief |
and certainty that the stays must die
out. We do not know in any case
whether a nebula is on our side of the
stars or beyond, and we are not, there-
fore, truly justified in supposing 2

ebula to be a transparent body, like
he tail of a comet for example. But as
a lighted-up nebula is not the produet
of heat or combustion in the ordinary
sense, a dark nebula might only be- |
come visible by ‘its absorption of the i
light of stars beyond it. This absorp- :
tion might not be sufficient to light
up; the mebula might very greatly
-reduce-the light of the stars behind it. |
It might shut their light out alto-
gether. : |

Yet the whole explanation is not to |
be found here, Prof. Barnard's photo-‘
graphs show that in one of the lanes |
of darkness in the constellation of |
Taurus we seem to be brought face to |
face with a phenemenon that may not |
be explained with our present ideas of
the general makeup of the heavens.
Thers is in Taurus a dark lane that |
straggles almost east and west among
the mist of stars.

JEWISH BUTCHERS PUT
UP THE PRICE OF MEAT

P

And the Yiddish Women of Philadelphia
Started a Boycott — Police
Were Galled.

PHILADBLPHIA; Pa.; July 25.—The
Jewish quarter in the southern sec-
tion of the city was the scene of many
disturbances and incipient riots today
following the efforts of Yiddish women
to boycott Kosher butchers who have
increased the price of meats. All
throughout the Ghetto there were
fierce outbreaks in which persons who
attempted to patronize the stores were
roughly handled. In several  in-
stances the stores were sacked and the
meat destroyed. 'The women gathered
mobs in front of the stores, but as the
person who entered. The meats “the
customers had chased was taken
away from them and tossed into« the
streets arter coal oil or acids had been
poured on them. In three places coal
oil was poured on every piece of meat,
the chipping blocks and counters were
overturned and the windows in the
stores were smashed.

The police of three districts were
kept on the run answering riot calls
and reserve squads had to be gsent to
their assistance.

As a result of the outbreak twenty-
eight men and women were either sent
to prison or held in pail to answer
charges of asault, inciting to riot and
other ¢harges, and as many more were
arrested and locked up for hearings to-
morrow on minor c¢harges.

Because most of the disturbers were
womeh the police at first hesitated to
use force in trying to disperse the
mobs in front of thes tores, but as the
situation became more serious they
were finally compelled to use severe
measures and a number of men and
women were sent to the hospital suf-
fering from injuries received in resist-
ing the officers. No one was seriously
hurt, however, and the authorities
have the situation well in hand.

reform the Universities of Oxford and
Cambridge, long vocal in the press and
elsewhere, will be advocated in parlia-
ment, tomorrow, when the Bishop of
Birmingham, himself a distinguished
Oxonian, will meve in the House of
Lords for the appointment of a royal
commission to consider whether outside
pressure should be applied to the uni-
versities to induce them to adapt them-
selves to modern conditions,

There are precedents for such

action. In the nineteenth century par-
liamentary commissions on two occa-
sions enforced changes, and the reform-
ers contend that what present vitality
the universities possess is due only to
the reforms they were then compelled
to introduce. They urge that the pro-
cess of reform then begun be com-
pleted.
_One of the chief complaints is that
the universities are insufficiently ac-
cessible to poor scholars. The univer-
sities, they say, are miserably poor, but
the individual colleges, with some nota-
ble exceptions, are immensely rich.

It is maintained that the universities
ought to be richer and the colleges
poorer, that the undergraduates’ purses
ought to be considered, and that, by a
bitter system of finance, life at the uni-
versities ought to be made simpler and
cheaper for all.

Several professors at Oxford write
collectively. to the Times indorsing the
proposal for a University commission.
They enumerate certain points for con-
gideration, saying: ‘‘Attempts to re-’
form from within have again and again
proved abortive, owing to our present
constitution, which can only be modi-
fied by legislation.”

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 25—Na=
ture and a silver wire twenty feet long
—these saved the life of Fred Wil
liams at the end of one of the most
remarkable operations on record. It
was for aneurism of the aorta, and
was performed upon Williams in the
Medico-Chirurgical Hospital by Dr.
James P. Mann. ! -

‘Willlams, who is thirty-nine years
old, a barber, and a man of immense
vitality, noticed a welling  on his
breast. The barber went to the hospital
and there he was placed upon the op-
erating table without having been
etherized. A hollow needle was plunged
into the aorta and through this the sile
ver wire was fed from a spool. The
thickness of the wire was about that
of a No. 60 cotton thread.

The blood pressure had been previous<
ly reduced to a minimum by a long
stay in bed and by starvation diet.

As the wire was fed into the great
blood vessel it coiled itself closely in
the form of a cylinder which fitted ex-
actly the inner surface of the affected
parts. Then the needle was withdrawn
and the little wound made by it was
dressed. :

The process that was then set up in
the weakened part was that the blood
clotted over the wires and “organized”
a new wall, strengthening that which
had been weakened by the rheumatie
growth. The efficacy of this ‘‘organiza-
tion” depends upon the general condi-
tion of the patient and the quality of
his blood.

The operation upon Willlams was
performed two months ago. Last week
he came into the hospital with bloed
trickling steadily from a pin poeint hole
in his chest.

Again Williams was placed upon the
operating table. The blood was found
to be coming from a wound from which
protruded the tip of the silver wire
that had been coiled inside his aorta.

With great care the whole strand
was taken out, ard then, to the amaze-
ment of everybody, the bleeding stope
ped.

There is every indication that the bar=-
ber is now absolutely well and that
the new inner coating of the aorta i9
sufficiently strong to reinforce the
weakened tissue that lies outside it

“I feel as well as I ever did in my
life and work every day without fas
tigue,” said Willlams today.

ALBERTA SCHOOL SYSTEM.
S
Premier Rutherford Believes it Superior
to That in England.

OTTAWA, July 24.—Premier Ruther-
ford, of Alberta, who attended the edu-
cational convention of the Empire, in
the course of an interview here said
that he was fully convinced that the
Alberta common school system is much
superior to that of the old land. Dis-
cussing the educational policy of his
province, Mr. Rutherford said that he
hoped they would be able to begin
work at the university this year, which
was to be at Strathcona. The institu-
tion would be very liberally treated by
the province.

Premier Rutherford believed that
when the University of Alberta was
equipped they would be able to educate
the young men of the province at home
without sending them to other prov-
jnces for that purpose, Then they also
expected great things from the provin-
cial normal school.
