Bid.Berlin, Feb. 12.—Emperor William 
gave a most Interesting account of hie 
experience as a farmer In an Informal 
speech delivered today before the Ger­
man 'Agricultural Council. He went 
into details in regard to the Improve­
ments he had made on hie estate at 
Kadinen. Since 1907 he had Increased 
the arable land there from 603 to 632 
acres, besides reclaiming 306 acres of 
meadow land which previously pro­
duced practically nothing, ft gave 
225 tons of hay besides pasturing 70 to 
80 head of cattle In 1910. In 1911 It 
yielded 450 tons of hay and pastured 
120 cattle and 90 horses.

The emperor further explained that 
he hoped to develop a faster breed of 
oxen “which will get home the har­
vest wagon in quicker time than the 
kinds now used." I have doubt, how­
ever, whether I shall be able success­
fully to challenge the Imperial stud 
farm at Trakhenen to a race with 
zebra calves."

The emperor concluded: “After my 
experience it is beyond all doubt that 
the German farmers are able to supply 
Germany's entire food, more particu­
larly bread, meats and potatoes, not 
only now but when we have an In­
creased population In the future."

The two proposals were one,that $35- 
000,000 should be spent ; the other 
that $30,000,000 should be spent, plus 
a large addition tn upbuilding a nav­
al organization and In maintaining 
ships at higher cost.

The proposal of the government, the 
prime minister «aid, was not to hand 
$35.000.000 over to the Admiralty 
to spend. The money would be spent 
by the government of Canada. It 
would be the part of wisdom to seek 
for expert assistance and that could 
be found In the Admiralty.

The ships would not pass out of the 
ownership of Canada; those ships 
would be owned by Canada but would 
be ured for the common defence of 
the Empire of which Canada formed a 
part. If the Canadian people desired 
to create a naval organization of their 
own the ships would be subject to re­
call on reasonable notice.

“We do not believe that the people 
of Canada desire this question to be 
submitted." the premier said In con­
clusion. ‘Everything that is in this 
measure has been submitted to them. 
They have declared for it with 
certain sound."
