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PLATE REWARD FOR BRAVE WORK

Death of :Rexton, Kent County, Woman Recalls Stirring War
Incident in Life of Her Husband—He, Recaptured His
Ship Which Was Taken as a Prize in War of

' the North and South.

By the death of Mrs. Porteous at Rex-
ton, on the 26th inst., an incident that
ocemrred during ‘the American civil war
wihich  was thought worthy of a place in
“the amnals of Liverpool” is brought to
memcry. ;

Mrs. Porteous was twice married. Her
first husband, William Wilson, was a sea
captain in command of the British ship
Emily St. Pierre, a vessel of about 850
tons, and at the time that hostilities
brcke out between the northern and south-
ern states was cn a voyage from Bombay
to the scuthern states with a cargo of
gunnidloth, the captain thaving  instruc-
ticns to*cakl off Unarleston for orders and
on her arrival was captured by a northern
gunboat. A prize arew of two officers and
thirteen men Were put on board the ves-
sel to take her to Philadelphia, Capt.
Wilkon with his cook and steward being
allowed to remain on board, all the other
members of the crew having been sent on
shore.

Captain Wilson with the aid of hiscook
and steward recaptured his vessel by a
clever piece of stratagem and took her
safely to Liverpool, where he delivered her
to the owners, who were so well pleased
that they presented him with $10,000 and

170 merchants of Liverpool presented him
with a beoutiful gold watch and chain and
a magnificent service of plate. Capt. Wil-
son afterwards bad command of a very
fast steamer and ran the blockade suc-
cessfully, making considerable money at
the business but unfortunately was paid
with Confederate serip which finally proved
to be worthless. After the war he was
again captain of a menchantman and
died when on a voyage to India and was
buried at sea near the coast of Africa.

Mrs. Porteous came out to this country .

in 1873 and lived here up to the time of
her death.

A beautiful gold watch presented by her
to a grandson a short time ago tells the
story of the wecapture of the Emily St.
Pierre in brief, for it bears om its inmer
cover the following inseription:—

Presented to Captain William Wilsor
with a service of plate by one hundred
and seventy merchants of Liverpool as a
token of their admiration of his daring
gallantry in recapturing his ship Emily
St. Pierre of Liverpool on the 21st Maxch,
1862, with the aid of his cook and steward

only from a prize crew consisting of two-

officers and thirteen men of the United
Stabes navy.
