Trade Gain for Year
$117,000,000

Indications Point to
Larger Increase
This Year

Total Volume Expected to
Reach $800,000,000—

Ottawa, April 26—Canada’s total trade
for the fiscal year, ended last month,
reached the record figure of $677,142,189.
This is an increase of no less than $117,-
506,238, or over twenty per cent, as com-
pared with the preceding twelve months.
$26,000,000 ‘as
compared with the previous high record
of 1907-08.

At present the monthly increases over
the corresponding months of last year are
running over 810,000,000 per month and
the indieations point to a total trade in
the neighborhood of 800,000,000 for <he
current fiscal year.

The total imports for the year were
$375,783,660, an increase of $77,659,868 over
1908-09.

Exports | of domestic products totalled
$279,211,537, an incresse of $36,607,951.

Exports of foreign products totalled $22,-
146,992, an increase of $3,238419.
