The Common Clerk informed the Board 
that the bond of G. F. Harding, Water 
Commissioner, had been received by him. 
The bond was approved and filed.

The Chamberlain submitted his finan­
cial statement for the year 1874, showing 
that the funded debt of the East Side, 
Dec. 31, 1874 (less debentures on hand) 
was $747,976 ; unfunded (debts con­
tracted by the fire and street depart­
ments), $14,250: total, $724,321.13, a 
decrease for the year of $5,054.87. The 
debt of the West Side was $142,808. The 
total debt of the City of St. John is, 
therefore, $867,129.13.

The German Parliament hasfappointed 
a commission of twenty-nine members to 
consider the subject of a civil code for 
the Empire.
