The Student Union may find itself a little 
short, next year, in the area of salaries.

There appears to be a discrepancy 
between what the Union is offering its 
employees, and the amount in the 1996- 
97 Budget ( passed at 3rd reading). The 
Union alloted $731 less yet according

Administration) Duncan Fulton, 
increase salaries 2% in the first term and 
4% in the second term, and the part- 
time receptionist will become full-time.

“Therefore, the range of penalties 

that can be assessed by the Committee 
are more extensive and are not confined 
to the ones illustrated in the calendar,” 
she said.

“So the Committee would have more 
opportunity to determine what penalty 
best suits the situation at hand.”

Dennison admits that if Senate 
approves the changes, the Student 
Standings and Promotions Committee 
would probably meet more regularly.

“It also certainly means we have to 
be quite careful in reviewing the cases 
and making sure that all the materials 
are on hand and that the Committee is 
able to make good decisions once these 
cases are presented."

“But we are hoping that once 
students realize that the penalties can 
be in fact quite severe that the 
temptation to plagiarize will lead to it 
not happening at all," the Registrar said.

Dennison points out that the 
calendar distinguishes between 
deliberate plagiarism and plagiarism 
that might be considered to be a 
genuine misunderstanding.

“A professor has the responsibility to 
make that distinction once plagiarism 
has become evident,” she said.

“It is also very important that the 
instructors report it," Dennison 
concluded.
