BE it enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative

Council, and Assembly,-That an Act made and passed in the

eighteenth year of the Reign of Her present Majesty, intituled

An Act to provide for the expenses of the Legislature, be and

the same is hereby revived and continued in force during the

continuance of the present General Assembly, and no longer;

provided always, and be it enacted, that nothing herein con-

tained shall extend or be construed to extend to authorize

payment to the President of the LJegislative Council, or to the

Speaker of the House of Assembly, of any sum of money for

official services as such President or Speaker, beyond the

sum of fifty pounds for the present Session of the General

Assembly.
