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WHIN OTHERS FAIL CONSULTPROTESTANT INTOLERANCE.
Editor World: I have read wtith great 

interest the letters on the above sub­
ject in your valuable paper. It appears 
to me that both sides are right. If the 
Papacy is not more intolerant tlhan it 
is, it is because it cannot, and if Pro­
testantism is not more than lit is, it Is, 
because it dare hot.

The ‘ Visits Cheam and Chilliwack—A Big At­

tendance—Much Good Done.
Chilliwack, Sept. 6.—Meetings of the 

traveling dairy have been held at Cheam 
’school house and in the Agricultural hall 
here this woek. The attendance was 
good, notwithstanding the fact that 
many farmers are yet busy at the har­
vest. A noticeable feature of the at­
tendance is the presence of many of the 
very best butter-makers in the district, 
and it is they who seem to be most anx­
ious to gain further information. Cheam 
and milk were supplied by Mr. Kipp, and 
Mr. Ruddick complimented Mr. Kipp 
on the fine condition of tho cream which 
was in perfect shape for making fine 
butter. About ten gallons of fresh milk 
was passed through the separator, and 
when the skim-milk was tested with the- 
Babcock milk tester there was no sign 
of any fat being left un recovered. Sam­
ples of skim-milk brought in by farmers 
from ordinary setting showed a- loss of 
0.8 of 1 per cent. A large number of 
samples cf whole milk from different 
cows were tested, and considerable in­
terest manifested in the ^results. Mr. 
Ruddick explained that In order to 
a representative sample of » cow’s 
it was necessary that all the milk should 
be drawn into a pail, and a small quan­
tity, half a teacupful or more, taken from 
the whole milking. In describing the 
different systems of separating cream 
from milk Mr. Ruddick «aid, that the 
advantages of the centrifugal separator 
system lay chiefly In being able to take 
more beftter from the milk than could 
possibly be recovered by any other meth­
od, and having fresh sweet milk for 
feeding calves. Of the gravity or setting 
methods he preferred the “deep set­
ting” system on general grounds. Dur­
ing the course of a very Interesting lec­
ture on practical butter-making he point­
ed out that temperature played a very 
importhant part, and usually v hen the 
churning took too long it was because 
the cream was too cold, or if butter came 
too quick it was good evidence that the 
temperature <ras too high. It was best 
to take about half an hour to churn. If 
the butter comes to quick it will be soft 
and will soon go “off flavor.”

The afternoon of the last day was 
taken utf by Mr. Ruddick with an ad­
dress "on co-operative dairying, and some 
of the essentials to success. Mr. Wells 
who acted as chairman, In closing 'the 
meeting, spoke very highly of what he 
had seen and beard during; the two days 
and expressed the belief that much, good 
would be accomplished by this trip 
through the country. Both Mr. Ruddick 
and Mr. Marker are besieged by eager 
questioners, not only during the hours 
of meeting but before and after each ses­
sion. Both gentlemen never tire of doing 
this sort of thing.

While here Mr. Ruddick visited the 
cheese factory and dairy on Mr. Wells’ 
farm. He spoke very highl 
cheese which he saw, and t 
magnificent new barn and stables which 
Mr. Wells has erected this year a credit 
to the cduntry and to the man who has 
put them up.

Asked for his opinion as to the capa­
bilities of this district in the line of 
dairying he said he saw no reason why 
this section would not compete favor­
ably with any other part of 
Meetings of the dairy will be held at 
Abbotsford on the 9th and 10th, Langley 
11th and 12th, Haney 13th and 14th.

The wheat market in the eastern grain 
buying centres has been falling of late 
at a ratio which is anything but plea­
sant to the farmers of Manitoba, the 
Territories and the Northwest wheat- 
growing States, and the belief in some 
quarters is that the bottom rung has 
not yet been reached. The actual situa­
tion, we believe, does not warrant pre­
sent low quotations, and it is not unrea­
sonable, therefore, to hope that they are 
temporary only, and that a reaction will 
set in when it is fully realized that the 
winter crop was actually a bad shortage, 
and that the surplus of spring wheat 
will not suffice to make good the defi­
ciency. It is believed that the glowing 
reports of the large yields in the North­
western States and Manitoba have had 
an effect upon the market, which will to 
some extent at least, account for its pre­
sent weakness, but though these reports 
are true, yet the entire crop in the sec­
tions alluded to forms such an insignifi­
cant portion of the world V product, 
bounteous though it may be, that, if this 
is the moving cause, it will affect the sit­
uation for a very short time only, 
general revival of trade in the States 
and elsewhere, the advancing price of 
iron and manufactured, articles general­
ly, and the constantly increasing demand 
for labor, at good wages, all point to the 
reasonable probability that the wheat 
market will be strong, and that the pre­
sent weakness is only temporary. Com­
menting on the situation and the out­
look the Spokane Chronicle says : 
“Wheat at 31 cents a bushel and still go- 
ipg downhill is not what the 
Washington expected to see at 
ot the year; but disagreeable as it is, 
it will yet prove a blessing if it helps to 
teach farmers that only by raising a 
variety of products can they make sure 
of prosperity. If Washington’s lands 

like those of the Dakotas, good for 
nothing but wheat raising, we might be 
alarmed at the reports of Increased 
crops in Russia and other lands. As it 
is these reports do not afford the slight­
est excuse for worry; for aside from dl 
monde and bananas there’s hardly any­
thing Washington can’t produce.” The 
remarks « which apply to the neighbor­
ing State of Washington are equally ap­
plicable to British Columbia.

Hon. Joseph Adolphe Chapleau, Q. C., 
LL. D., Lieut.-Governor of Quebec, was 
born at Ste. Therese de Blainville, Terre­
bonne, P. Q. His ancestors came from 
France and were early settlers In the 
seignory of Terrebonne. He was educat­
ed at the college of Terrebonne and St. 
Hyacinthe. He was called to the bar of 
Lower Canada in 1861 and created a Q. 
C. in 1873. He was created a Commander 
of the Legion of Honor (France) in 1882, 
and of the order of St. Gregory* the 
Great in 1881. He was for some time lec­
turer on criminal jurisprudence at Laval 
University, and later professor of inter­
national law to the Montreal section. He 
was a member of the executive vouncil 
of Quebec and Solicitor-General from 
Feb. 27, 1873 to Sept. 8, 1874, when /the 
Government resigned. He was appointed 
Provincial Secretary and Registrar Jan­
uary 27, 1876. This* position he held until 
the dismissal of the Government by Le* 
tellier de St. Just In 1878. He then be 
came leader of the Opposition and was 
called upon td form a Government on 
the resignation of M. Joly on October 
30, 1879. He was from that time Premier 
and Minister of Railways, Agriculture 
and Public Works until he resigned to 
enter the Dominion Government, 
was sworn in as a member of the Privy 
Council and appointed Secretary of State 
in succession to Hon. J. A. Mosseau, who 
succeeded him as Premier of Quebec 
July 29, 1882. On July 4, 1884, he waé/ 
appointed a commissioner and came to 
this Province for the purpose of investi­
gating and reporting on Chinese immi­
gration to Canada, 
the Dominion Hons 
ir 1882, 1887 and 1891. M. Chapleau’s ca­
reer as Governor of his native Province 
is fresh in the public mind. A natural 
born orator, he is a unique figure in Csn- 
adiar history.
