Within a few hours the Old Year, 
with all Its dark clouds of war, will 
have passed, and the New Year, bright 
with anticipation of a real and lasting 1 
peace, will have been ushered in. 
Thankfulness and gratitude for % 
deliverance without parallel will fill 
all our hearts to overflowing; and the 
old familiar rituals and household 
festivals will be charged with a new 
srWêètitosa, as of precious Jewels which 
were lost and are found again.

With stout hearts we Canadians 
greet the New Year, firm In our high 
resolve to do our duty unflinchingly, 
to make the most of our opportuni­
ties, to use wisely our resources, and 
to do whatever lies In our power to 
serve our Dominion and our Empire in 
the trying days before us, upon the 
issue of which so largely depends-eot 
only our own future but the future of 
the world’s civilization.

When we look back over the past 
. six months we see something almost 
miraculous in the position we hold 
today. Consider the sudden, startling, 
dramatic rush of events between mid- 
July and the first of November. “The 
line may bd bent, but it can never be 
broken” was what -we said for years 
about our line through France and 
Flanders. Between March 21 and 27, 
the Impossible happened ; it was 
broken.

THE GERMAN EMBROQLIO.

Recent despatches from Berlin state 
that It is believed by some that the 
majority socialists will retire from the 
government and leave the Independ­
ents in full control. The Independent 
socialists and the other socialists have 
had much In common. Only slight 
differences divided them, the inde­
pendents being mors Inclined to the 
side of the extremists than their fel­
lows. It Is now up to both sides to 
get right together and fight the Bol­
shevist crowd, who will do their ut­
most to overthrow even an independ­
ent socialist government. Dr. Carl 
Liebkhecht and George Ledebour, the 
leader of the sailors, who head 
SpartaCus or Bolshevist party, appear 
to be gaining daily in influence and 
power, and they may give the moder 
ates who wish to save Germany a 
rough ride.

Up on the Murman coast, 
amid the Arctic snows, where a con­
tingent of Canadians are at present 
I.he Russians of the Omsk Govern­
ment are friendly to the Allies. Down 
on the Black Sea another friendly 
section of the country exists. Officers 
from tue Allied fleets have been 
feted by the local government and 
at a dinner toasts were drunk to “ 
greater and regenerated Russia 
Canada is doing her bit to help this 
regeneration, though many people 
are thinking it about tjjne Russia 
looked after herself.

“1. All the principal kinds of raw 
materials may now be used for the 
commercial manufacture of goods 
for export, but these raw materials 
themselves may not be exported in 
certain cases' without licenses. 
Among these to which this condition 
applies are the following: Alumin­
ium, antimony, brass, copper. Iron, 
load, nickel spelter or sine, steel tin. | 

"In general, restrictions on the ex­
pert of manufactured goods have 
been removed, while they have been 
Trained to the case of raw mate­
rials.

A strike that hais, broken oqt at 
tobacco factory _ in London rfiis ?e 
very important ipolnt of public policy, 
Two discharged soldiers have been dis­
missed because in the opinion of their 
employers they were no longer effi­
cient workmen. Their fellow-work­
men contend that the firm should 

j carry these men on its back, as taey 
owe their disability to their pub 
service. On the other hand, the firm 
holds, that, however deserving the men 
may ibe, it to not justified in carrying 
passengers. On this leeue the strike 
has /been joined. On the one side you 
have the keen, humane sympathy that 
working people always show to each 
other, on the other the iptea is raised 
of maintaining the efficiency of Indus­
try. Here we have a question of pub­
lic policy which It is ridiculous to 
leave to the settlement of sporadic 
strikes. Who should bear the burden 
in eases like this? If you leave 4t to 
the working of -purb unadulterated 
economic forces, this war is going to 
throw up a mass of human wreckage 
that will surpass anything known in 
history. It you leave it to the State 
unassisted by public spirit, you may 
make new jobs for the disabled, and 
you may make pensioners, but you will 
have a residue of square pegs who will 
not fit into your new round holes and 
will be a standing reproach to our 
civilization, having given more to the 
State than they have received.
