In this scries the. father tak s to drink, 
beats his wife and is about to leave her. 
In packing up tluey find their dead 
daughter's belongings and can’t agree 
as to their division. 111 weeps, begs h:s 
wife's forgiveness, throws the bottle out 
of the window and presumably never 
takes another drink. No one can find 
fault with the moral, but it hardly seems 
as light hearted an amusement as the 
weary shopper would wish.

Not content with being mournful and 
moral, the moving picture of to-day is 
also instructive. Whole series arc de­
voted to reproducing methods of manu­
facture or famous scene# of history. 
Sprinkle in a reasonable amount of .friv­
olous matter and what more could he ex­
pected for five cents or even ten?—New 
York Sun.

IN CAMP AT 
OLD NIAGARA.

‘ ‘Proxÿ Beer’ ’ Seized Yeslerday: 
Also Other Suspicious Stuff.

Trooper Who Had Sworn Allegl- i 

ance Twice Deported.

Three Big Events Yet Before the 
Camp is Over.

Niagara-on-the-Lake, June 23.—Three 
important events have yet to be pull­
ed off at the camp, the sham uattle, 
which takes place on Thursday, the 
tattoo of the the same evening, - and

HOW IT WORKS.

Some Details of the Wright Brothers* 
Wonderful Air Machine.

Almost every boy knows the name oi 
the Americans, Wilbur and Orvilté 
X\"right, and their aeroplane which 
astonished the world.

It consists of two surfaces of elotn, 
stretched on wooden frames and held 
apart by struts, a horizontal rudder in 
trout, a vertical one behind and an en- 
gfinv driving two propellers; there is 
nothing particularly startling about this. 
The meat, of the invention lies in the 
shape of the surfaces and the fact that 
this shape can be altered in the air.

Both ends of both planes—that is, the 
frames on which the cloth is stretched—* 
are movable, not upon hinges, but by 
bending the frames themselves—that ia, 
building under pressure, just as a rattan 
cane bends. A simple system of chains 
and wires mid a lever controls this bend­
ing or ‘warping” of the planes, so that 
the two right-hand planes will move as 
one, and so that the two left-hand ones 
will move as one. XVhen the right-hand 
ends are bent or warped toward the 
earth the left-hand ends of the planes 
are bent or warped away from the 
earth. Botli ends of both planes, of 
course, wbarp in either direction at will, 
but the ends warp always together. By 

tecond lever the rear, or vertical, rud­
der-planes are turned very much as » 
rudder is turned in the water. Still » 
third lever operates the front or hori-" 
zontal rudder-planes, which steer the 
airship toward or away from the 
ground.
