There is naw a boiler occupying a
large shiare of the Qi-eas hizhway in
upper Douglastown which has an  un-
envious history. ~ ~Tnis  boiler ~wus
brought to Miramjchi, many years ago,
and placed in a mill then owned by one
popylarly known as . * Long Fraz:r,"”
and it was here it first displayed a ten
deney to bring misfortune on the own.r,
this tendency following it* thirongh: its
wany passagesrom one hand to .the
other. The mi!l in which the boiler
was placed soon afterwards was burned
to the ground, and the boiler was taen

complete failure, as can be well attested
to by some of the leading men of Chat-
ham, wh3 going out tn test the epeed of
the boat one morninz, were 17 hours
plying between Chatham and Doug-
lastown, where they arvived nungry and
tired and footed it to Chatham rather
than be compelled to stay another 17
hours or its return _trip. from Dug-
lastown to Chatham.” - The * William
K.lly " nnme of boat was a poor in=
vestmens and the owner M-, Bell soon
wus compelled to acknowledge that

All the
other junk there bought by Mr McShea,
was removed as per _contract, buat
although they worked hard and faith-
fully to get the boiler removed, it was of
no avail, it refusing point blank to be
either vemeaved wholesale or in sections,
and the contractors becoming diszusted
with its obstinancy gave up the job in
despair. Last week Mr McShea. again
appeared cn the scene, derermined to
remove the sawe, and with the assist
ance of ‘a ‘number of men had it

placed on two sleds, and a_ start, was

made. But lo and behold! ‘the sleds
broke down; then two bob sleds were’

azain effected, bat it had not yet become

Though a stiff north west wind, onough to
shave ope, blew on Thursday, the writer
through the kindness ef a Chatham gentle-
man took a drive down the r ver to see how
our fishermen eaught smelt. We turned the
hor:e out on the ice at Middle Island, for
hére we had resched the limit of the smelt
fishers’ grounds. The first net s set 20p
yards to the eastward of the island, the limit
being rigidly fixed there,becanse if nets were
set pbove that limit tons of small bass would
bo caught and destroyed to no purpose. Fot
the same reasun no fisherman above that
point is_allowed to fish for smelt with any
contrivanoge other than a hook. This regu-
lation, while cle.rly for the bost interests of

river people, aud gives rise to no'little grum-
bling .and.n» few newspaper lotters respect-
ing tho harshness of the Goverament.
Batfr:m Middle [sland down you see one
steagg'ing line of shanties, men, hoises and
largg poles.

Hers. the firshermén live
during the two months, going home of course
on Sund1y. Some cnok in the shanties, but
thosp near home, get their bread ete., sent
to them. There are of course two * tides”
in the 24 hours; anl as smelt i3 only erught
at high water—and the highor the better
—there are two haulings in thée aforesaid
time. A catting is mnde in th3ice, eay
fourteen feet long, anl two feet. wide. A
pole issunk nt eweh end, till it touches
bottom, standing perpendienlarly.  To
these two poles n oross pole is fastenad, and
to the poles in turn the net is nttiched. The
nét is let down the cutting in the ice., but
toeich end are fistensl sevsril rings
which sfip over the two perpendicular poles
and to the cross pole” the head of the net is
fasttned by ropes. The net sinks till the
font of it touches the bot tom, and asit is
very, much longer than the hole throngh
which it is let down, it trails with the tide
taking the form of the letter V. The
smelt go in at the wide part, and get.into
the.b 1g like portion of the net in the.narrow
port,’ion whers they remuin bewillered, il
huu_fod up on the jos; where before their
hearts hive we'l ceased beating, they are
frozen hard as little sticks. The "huuling"
must alwavs be done to suit the tides, and
for this reason as a fisherman eaid to the
writer “Thare is no aight for vs.”
With the smelts large quantities of
tomoods are hauled up, thrown on' the ice.
and in most cases allowed Ro lie there
This seems most extriorlinary, becsuse
the little fish is o delicions aricle on the
table, or is gnod for hogs, or indeed fcp
gheep. ‘hile in Montrel they bring $2.50
a barrel, and in New York if split and
frozen in boxes, 7 ocnts alb, Yet no one

Then they are assorted, and
put in piles, when the packer. comes along
with his box, and packs these frozen hard
enot_l;l'i.; Ex¢h box cont ins about 40 lbs: a
horse load of boxes is packed, then the, team
come¥ thd tkes them either into the Chat-
ham shipper_ who may bo takiog said oiteh
by contrio , or they are hauled out to the
station whers they are rapidly bought up
and shipped off. The small sized fish
bring 2 cents & pound here, perhips three
times that in New York. The larger kind
bring from 5 to 7 cents, in New York they
bring 12 cents.
THE CATCHES.

Tho catches to yester lay were poorer than
for wany years, the ish being small and
gowred, From their watery and muddy taste
the fishermen havo infercred thay cime down
from the brooks whers they had been for
some time; ‘and that tho larger salt water
gmelt havo not struck ia yet. This opinion
geems to be confirmed from the roport from
Napan, nearor the sea, thut the fish were
larger and more numerous. They were
q1ite. ualike the fish got further up. When
tho fish is pleaty, a hulf t)n is nst unfre-
quently taken it a husl, but so far it is
doubtful if vny net his takea bayonli 10
b3, at o haul.

for our smelts abroad, while the same steps

will tend to a continnation of the industry
for even sryelts, idknerous ns thay ave,; might
like other fishes soon be exhausted.
