THE TURKISH CRISIS.

THE question of international peace or
war in Europe appears to be one not of
days but of hours only. In Servia the
war party has the control, and will preci-
pitate a collision unless met with positive
repreasion on the part of Russia. Hither-
to Russia and England have been work-
ing against each other, and now the only
hope of peace is believed to lie in the
visible co-operation together of these two
Powers. Turkish and Servian troops are
massed on their respective sides of the
frontier, and Austria, too, has a large force
very near to the expected scene of action,
Whatever hopes the British Government
may have of peace, preparations for war
are being e by it on a large scale.
Supplies are being poured into Gibraltar,
and the Mediterranean squadron has
been for some time ready for action at
the signal.

The
reservation of peace appears to be pos-
sible only through the repression of the
war party in St. Petersburg, and the
instant and vigorous co-operation of the
English and Russian Governments, in
laying a heavy hand upon the intending
combatants.

Rush-
ing into the front room they found that the
candles had set tire to the drapery stirround-
ing the coffin, and that the whole room was
in a blaze. Assoon as possible the corpse
was rescued by Messrs. O'Donoghue and
Taylor, but it was badly burned and
charred. The flesh was burmed black,
while here and there the flames had
eaten throngh to the bones. The body
was removed to an undertaking establish-
ment near by, where a suihbfe coffin was
procured. Nothing could be saved out of
the house, and the furniture, includin
sewing machine, were all destroyed. The
mother of the child, as might be expected,
is nearly distracted, and she is said to be in
a very low condition.

Of the Infantry the Queen’s
Own and 10th Royals will each drill two-
thirds of their nnngh, viz., 25 officers and
300 men ; the 12th Battalion, 20 officers and
225 men ; the 13th, 17 officers and 180 1aen ;
the 31st, 14 officers and 294 men ; the 25th,
20 officers and 420 men ; the 36th, 18 officers
and 378 men ; the 37th, 20 officers and 210
men ; the 38th, 17 officers and 180 men ; the
44th, 16 officers and 336 men ; the 77th, 12
officers and 252 men, and the Sault Ste.
Marie Company, 1 officer and 24 men. The
total number of non-commissioned officers
and men in the district who will drill this
year will therefore be about 3,450. The
infantry will drill either in company or
battalion, as is most convenient, and for
eight days. The artillery will be in camp
twelve days. ‘The drill may. be dome any
time before the end of the year.

In his reply his Excellency said :—* We
who are anxious about the future of our
country must have great satisfaction in con-
sidering that there should exist in the va.
rious Provinces of Canada such an admirable
machinery as is_provided by these Normal
Schools for the diffusion of an atmosphere of
cheerfulness, elegance, purity, and intellec-
tual activity in the homes of the nation.
This is especially true as spplied to the wo-
men teachers of our schools, for it is on them
we must depend for the maintenance of a
proper standard of good manners, of refine-
ment, and of_that high moral tone of which
these qualities are the outcome. And I trust
you will always remember thnt the execution
of this portion of your functions is not less
imperative upon you than are the other
branches of your profession ; and in relation
to this particular part of your duties there is
one peculiarity I have observed in this
country, though not indigenous, but im-
ported, which I think you might use your
influence advantageously to correct. I o_b-
serve that it is an almost universal practice
upon this continent, even on public occas-
sions, in prize lists, roll calls, and in the in-
tercourse of general society, for young ladies
to be alluded to by their casual acquaintances,
nay, even in the newspapers, by vlpt in the
old country we would call their ‘ pet”
names, that is o say, those caressing, soft
appellations of endearment with which their
fathers and brothers, and those that are
nearest to them, strive to give expression to
the yearning affection felt for them in the
home circle. Now, it seems to me to be a
monstrous sacrilege, and quite incompatible
with the dignity and self-respect due to the
daughters of our land, and with the chival-
rous reverence with which they should be
approached, even in thought, that the tender,
love invented, nomenclature of the fireside
should be bandied about at random in the
mouths of every empty-headed Tom, Dick,
and Harry on the street, whose idle toogue
may chance to babble of them. For instance,
in the United States, before her marriage, I
observed that Miss Grant, the daughter of
the occupant of the most august position in
nerally referred to in the
newspapers as ‘‘ Nellie,” as though the par-
agraphist who wrote the item had been her
p{nyf‘eﬂow from infancy ; and even Lady
Dufferin, I see, has become ‘‘ Kate” in the
elegant phraseology of a United States maga-
zine—though how Kate could have been
elicited from her Excellency’s real Christian
name, I dont know.
