The two wome, mother and daagh-
ter, were seated near the kitchen
stove. The girl wasted, pale as
lcath, seemed on the point of expir-
ing. A hollow cough that racked
her chest told but too clearly that
sho was far gone in consumption.
The two pilgrims came to ask hos-
pitality, s0 as to near the church and
attend midnight Mass, at which they
wished to receive communion. My
mother at once had sapper prepared
for them, and invited them to it, bat
veither wuld consent to take a single
mouthful, saying that they did not
wish to be deprived of communion.
My mother tried to explain to them
that, as the commuion would not be
till after midnight, it was permitted
to take something beforehand ; that
the priest who said the Mass did so;
they obstinately refused. Deep and
tou-hing faith of these good people,
which shows clearly the firmness of
their faith and the great respoct
they- had for the Holy Kucharist,
lhese pilgrimages have gradually
Iwindled away since the proesen
church was erected at Restigouche
and -dedicated to St. Anne.

This separation trom a priest would
be fatal to them, as nobody requires
more the vigilant eye of a pastor.
Let us hope that good St Aun,
towards whom they maintain their
old devotion, will oome in time
to their aid, as she has done so
often in the past. The little houses
in the village, built and furnishéd
like those of our poor farm hands, in
in a line along the Re-erve, which 'is
about 3 miles long. There arec some
of considerable size, with an air of
neatness anyl comfort. Here, as
everywhere| olse, they aure more
apt in acquiring the vices than the
virtaes of the whites.

The Largest Orater ia the Werld

The volcano of Mauna Loa, in the
Sandwich Islands, has two craters,
the largest of which is Kilsnea. The
mountsin is 14,100 feet high, and
Kilanea is on its eastern side, about
4,000 feet above the sea level. This
crater is a vast lake of boiling lava
16,000 feet lonyg and 7,640 feet wide.
Its circumference is eight
miles, and its depth from sum-
mit of the opening to the level of the
lava is over 1,000 teot, The sides of
this pit are sloping, and easily de-

od, and travelers often godown
to the very brink of the boiling lake.
The lava in this lake rises and sinks
continuously by the astion of the
subterranesn forces. There is no
noise or explosive action, and geo-
logists suggest that the voleano ori-
ginated in a mere fissure, which has
been slowly eunlarged by the lava
encroaching upon and eating awe
its sides. A pecaliarity of this vol-
cano is the production {:crc of large
quantities of glassy lava in the form
of filaments. This seoms to be caused
by the passage of steam through the
molten lava, which throws small par-
ticles or shots of the glass into the
air, and these leave behind them fine,
gieaming filaments like a tail. The
natives call this substance “Pela’s
hair,” Pela being the name of the
godess of the mountain, The birds
of the Island often use it to build
their wests with.  Kilanea is the
largest active vol in the warld.
It has always been active in its un-
obtrusive fashion, from the earliest
memory of the natives. About a
year agy it became perfectly calm
for a ume, prulu"m; greut alarms
among the inhabitants of the Island.
However, the calumities thought to
be portended by this quiescence did
not occar, and after an interval the
crater resumod ebulition as usual.
