“The point is," insisted Mr Foster,

funds. 1 demand a retraction.”

Sir Wilfrid sprang to his feet, but 
Mr Fos’er held the floor and declined 
to make way. “ I ask that he 
retract that statement, He is 
amenable to the rules in common 
decency."

Amid cries of “ Let the prime 
minister take his medicine," and 
“ take it back,” Sir Wilfrid rose, but 
the turmoil would not subside.

THE OPPOSITION LEADER.
Mr B îrden then for the first time 

took Dart in the affair. His rising 
commanded ii s’ant silence,

“ Perhaps I misunderstood the 
honorable gentleman,” began Mr 
Berden. “I hope I did, but I 
certainly understood him to suggest 
in the plainest possible way that the 
member for North Toronto manip­
ulated trust funds. I am bound to 
accept his statement as to wbat he 
in tended to say. They meant either 
that or they meant nothing, and if 
he is prepared to say that be did not 
mean that I am bound to accept his 
statement, but if he did it would be 
in the interest of good Older if the 
right honorable gentleman would 
retract."

“ I do not accept that explana­
tion,” said Sir Wilfrid. “ And what 
I said was that I never manipulated

Addressing Mr Speaker, Mr 
Foster saidt “ Is there any doubt 
in your mind, Sir, that 1f that 
sentence bad any relevancy it was 
direo'ed to me and meant to charge 
me with manipulating trust funds? 
I say he must either withdraw or 
admit that bis words had reference 
to me."

Sir Wilfrid repeated that what be 
said was in retaliation for the re-­
mark of Mr Foster in the afternoon.

Mr Speaker Maroil contended that 
the words in themselves might not 
be offensive. „ Tue offence might 
have been conveyed by inference 
but that was a matter which every 
member would have to judge for 
himself. He would not declare one 
way or another. Sir Wilfrid had not 
charged the member for North 
Tironto with having manipulated 
trust funds. The charge was by 
inference. “I have to take the 
words as they are actually spoken," 
esid the Speaker, who further ex. 
plained that Mr Foster’s version of 
the incident of the afternoon was the 
correct one. “ Batter let the debate 
proceed," be observed.

The prime minister arose to eons 
tinue, but Mr Foster was not 
eetiefied.

“Take it back,” he called loudly
to the leader of the house.

But Mr Foster insisted. By in­
ference, he said, tbe Speaker ruled 
that the remarks applied to him. 
11 To whom else could they apply ?” 
asked Mr Foster, anpd wild yells of 
tbe Government supporters.

Mr Speaker said he failed to see 
where tbe remark applied to Mr 
Foster directly. There wee more 
than one member in the house.

Does the Speaker himself think, 
Mr Foster demanded again, “ that 
the right bon gentleman was apply­
ing that word to anyone else than 
to me ? He must have meant to out 
me and no other man." And he 
added, amid renewed cheers and 
counter shouts of “ order,” “ Let the 
the right honorable gentleman prove 
himself equal to the occasion and 
withdraw.”

Someone on the government side 
asked the Speaker if the worda had 
been applied to Mr Foster person­
ally.

“ It is not necessary for you Mr 
Speaker,” said tbe leader of the 
opposition rising, “ it ie not neces­
sary for you to answer that question. 
The right honorable gentleman has
aid himself that he used tbe words 

in retaliation for words used by Mr 
Foster before recess.”

APPLIED THE WORDS DIRECT
“ I never sail under false colors," 

declared Sir Wilfrid, while the oppo­
sition listened fora retraction. But 
he merely added: “I have never 
made any eeousation and I» make 
none now that I cannot back up. 
I applied the words to the honorable 
member for North Toronto; and 
now, Mr Speaker, that I have placed 
myself under your ruling, I shall 
proceed----- ’’

But this wouldn’t go. Calls were 
renewed from the opposition mem­
bers for the full enforcement of the 
Speaker's ïecisioD, “

The Speaker could only repeat 
what he had said, that offensive 
words were unparliamentary and 
must be taken back. The question 
was were they offensive.

More shouts of “ sit down,i’ from 
the government side, and counter 
demonstrations^ of encouragement 
were beard as Mr Foster arose and 
stood facing the prime minister.

11 Tbe right honorable gentleman,” 
exclaimed Mr Foster, “ has said that 
the worda were offensive and that 
they were addressed to me.”

He has 
hie own reputation to look after."

M And I am able too look after it," 
Mr Foster retorted.

“ There is no man more ready to 
make insinuations than be,” was the 
prime minister’s warm rejoinder 
made to tbe accompaniment of the 
oheers and counter cheers that closed 
the demonstration.

AFTER THE TEMPEST.

The storm having thug subaided, 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier went on to say 
that the reasons the government 
could not accept the motion of Mr 
Doherty were that Its premises were 
iil.fouoded. The record showed the 
commissioners said they had made 
an investigation of all the depart­
ments and bad made it as full as 
possible. There was no grouno 
either for the conclusion in tbe mo­
tion that there was ground for 
believing there was wrong-doing in 
other departments also. The mover 
had quoted Scripture to tbe effeoi 
that 11 no man could serve two 
masters."

Mr Doherty—" It was the com­
missioners who quoted it."

“Well," replied Sir Wilfrid, “1 
shall quote thin : 1 To tbe pure all
things are pure,’ and the corollary 
of this is that to the impure all 
things are impure.” He added 
bitterly that to Mr Foster, like many 
others, all things 6re impure. “ He 
thinks other men are dishonest if be 
himself is not very sure of his own 
ground. ” If recklessness and cor­
ruption existed in the departments 
it was not a case for a demand of 
investigation, but for a vole of cen­
sure. He denied that it was the 
right of parliament to look into tbe 
administration. That was the duty 
of the administration itself. He did 
not admit there was any inefficiency 
or recklessness in the departments. 
But if the government waa in error 
in this, let the government be turned 
out of office. The service does its 
duty well and faithfully. The gov­
ernment was determined to do its 
duty, and it was in that determina­
tion, and accepting the responsibil­
ity, that he would ask the house to 
vote down the resolution.

MR. BORDEN.
The opposition cheered heartily as 

their leader rose to reply. He would 
only refer to the recent unfortunate 
incident, he said, except to observe 
that when Sir Wilfred told the house 
it was his duty to set a good example 
it was regrettable the right hon, gen­
tleman had not set a good example in 
the first Instance.

Proceeding, Mr. Bordée declared 
that every statemeot of Sir Wilfred as 
to there having been a full investigat­
ion by the civil service commissioners 
was unfounded in fact. And with 
that Mr Borden proceeded to quote 
from the report where the commis­
sioners declared 11 it was absolutely 
impossible to inquire into every de­
partment," that “ with its large staff 
of 500 employes it would require 
months to inspect the interior depart­
ment;’’ that “ in the short time at our 
disposal it was impossible to visit the 
Northwest and see how the lands and 
timber were admiuisteted,” and finally 
after alluding to the departments left 
uuinvestigated, tbe commissioners ad­
ded: " But to do the wort with any 
pretentious to thoroughness would 
take much more time than would pro 
bably be agreeable to the govern, 
ment."

At this last quotation the opposit­
ion applauded enthusiastically, and 
Mr. Borden proceeded to ask how, in 
the face of this, Sir Wilfred could say 
that the investigation had been com­
plete and that everything was tight in 
the department.

“ Oh,” put in Mr. Boyce, “ to the 
pure all things are pure.’ ”

After the laughter which this sally 
provoked had subsided Mr Borden 
went on to quote remarks of the com 
missioners as to the militia depart­
ment, when Sir Fredrick Borden 
broke in with an explanation which 
ended in his charging that the com­
missioners had no brains.

Did that mean, asked the leader of 
the opposition that the ehilster of 
tpilitia and bis colleagues had seen fit 
to appoint a commission that was des 
titute of brains ?

“ Well.’’ answered Sir Fredrick, 
somewhat bitterly, “I admit my res­
ponsibility and express my regret.”

Mr Borden went 00 to ask,what was 
tbe real reason that the men reported 
by tbe Cassels commission had not 
been proceeded against. “ Has it 
come to this," he asked, “ that politi­
cal influence is to be quoted 00 the 
stock exchange as having a market 
value ?"

As for the government’s case in this 
matter it was about as Indefensible as 
that of the Newmarket canal. The 
government, be said in conclusion, 
might say what it liked about the re­
solution, but let the investigation be 
granted.

HP#, MR. PUGSLBY.
Following Mr Borden seven or eight 

Quebec members spoke, and then Mr 
Pugsley took the floor after midnight, 
Mr.Pugaley argued that it would cost 
upward of a million dollars to conduct 
a complete investigation into all tbe 
departments. Mr. Foster bad de­
manded tbe prosecution of McAvity 
but he could not find one word in tbe 
Ousels report that Mr McAvity had 
received what be was not entitled to 
or had given eny commissions to of­
ficers of his depertmeot.

Dr. Daniel asked if it was not the 
fact that McAvity received S35 900 
from G S Mayes without any return 
but his influence in securing a govern­
ment contract and turned it over to 
the Liberal party for campaign pur­
poses.

Mr. Pugsley said he was pot aware 
what amount McAvity received, but 
Mr Foster referred to another matter.

Mr George Toylor declared that 
every dollar of uncontrollable expen­
diture should be investigated. It bad 
been shown by tbe auditor-general’s 
report that in the purchase of belting 
the middleman received a profit of 
•533 out of a total expenditure of $8 
31. If this proportion of rake-off 
was the rule, fifty nine millions out of 
the ninety-two millions expended last 
year represents rake off. Two saws 
were rented for gao when they could 
have been bought outright f<>r 87. 
Several such cases were instanced by 
the whip.

A few minutes before 3 o’clock tbe 
division bell tang and while tbe whips 
were scurrying around gathering up 
their forces members In the chamber 
broke out into a song. It was a thin 
house, however, as many méœbers 
bad taken their departure for tbe-week 
end. V

The Folly ol Trust

(Montreal Gazette.)

The coroner’s inquest into the re­
cent railway wreck at Brandon devel­
oped the fact that the primary cause 
was identical with that at Harriston, 
Ont., last fall, for which one man was 
recently sentenced at Guelph to eight 
months’ imprisonment. In both in. 
stances the man failed. At Harris­
ton he escaped ; at Brandon he was 
one of the men killed. In this latter 
instance a train was ordered by the 
despatcher to use the south instead 
of the north trsck commonly used, 
The orders were received by the con­
ductor form the despatcher in the us 
ual way, and he communicated them 
to the engineer. So far the rules 
were carried out. The conductor at 
the inquest swore that he had so de­
livered them in the hearing and pre­
sence of the fireman. He, however, 
acknowledged that he had failed to 
make his brskeman acquainted With 
them, as was his duty. The setting of 
the switch was part of the brakerrfan’s 
duty, and on this day, not having been 
apprised of the change of tracks, he 
set it as usual for tbe north bound 
track, along which the train proceed 
ed, a collision following, and three 
men being killed, two of these being 
the engineer and fireman on the train 
in question. Primary blame for the 
disaster rests, of course, with the en 
gineer, and tp a minor extent with the 
fireman, taking it for granted that be 
heard, as he should, the orders deliver 
ed by tbe conductor to the engineer 
Secondly responsibiliy rests with tbe 
conductor. He failed to notify his 
brakeman in the first place, and, 
secondly, he failed to see that the 
order was carried out, as he is in 
structed to do by the rules, At the 
inquest be explained his negligence by 
saying that he had unbounded coofi 
dence in his engineer, This was pre­
cisely the explanation the conductor 
of the train at fault at the Harristcn 
wreck made The engineer in that 
pase explained that be forgot, and this 
was evidently exactly what the engin­
eer in the Brandon case also did. 
The Brandon jury found that the en­
gineer, who «as killed, was to blame, 
and, despite the evidence, wholly ex­
onerated tbe conductor. It is stated 
the verdect was received with great 
enthusiasm, and this assists to an un­
derstanding of how the jury came to 
render a finding evidently at variance 
with their duty. The conductor in 
this instance was guilty of dereliction 
of duty, and the fact may not be con 
troverted. He depended upon his 
engineer. As the conductor in ihe 
Harriston wreck put it; “ We railway 
men trust each other; we expect that 
tbe other will do his duty.1, This was 
what this man did, insolation of the 
rules, placing his own life, the lives of 
his comrades and the lives of the pas 
sengers on his train in jeopardy- The 
railway will never be safe as long as 
men entrusted with tbe operation of 
trains pursue this misguided policy of 
trusting one another. The price of 
that trust can be found in almost 
every cemetery in Osnada.
