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FARMERS

LACOMBE JUDGING
COMPETITIONS.

One of the most interesting features
of the short course school at Lacomb=
conducted by the provincial depart-
ment of agriculture was the judging
competitions which marked the clos-
ing of the school on Saturday.

The grain judging, which occupied
all morning, was conducted by Mess-
srs. Hutton. MacKillican and Hender-
son. The grains judged were spring
and winter wheats, oats and barley.
There was also a competition for
identification of weed seeds, The af-
ternoon was taken up by the competi
tions in live stock judging. Beef and
dairy cattle were first judged; half
the students taking dairy cattle and
the other half beef, twenty minutes
being allowed for judging and writing
the reasons . for their placings.

The cattle for beef judging wer«
kindly loaned by Mr. Palmer, Here
ford breeder of Lacombe, and wer«
excellent specimens. The dairy cattl
were loaned by Mr. White, the Hol
stein breeder, also of Lacombe, whe
sent in three very choice young cow
of that breed. These were so even i1
quality, size and conformation that i
was no easy matter to place them
Mr. Geddes was in charge of the bee
and Mr. Craig of the dairy competi
tion.

Afetr the cattle came the light anc
heavy horses, which were judged it
the same way' by dividing the stu
dents and changing them about.

The light horses were loaned b:
Messrs.  Hutton and Scott and the
heavy horses by Mr. Hutton of the
experimental farm, and were all high
class valuable animals. Mr. Brye
Wright, of De Winton, took charge of
these classes. After the judging was
completed the students were request-
ed to be at the old schvol house at 5
o’clock and hear the results of the
day’s competitions, but the papers
were so uniformly good that it was
about 6 o’clock before the examiners
finished their arduous task and found
out who the winners were for the dif-
ferent prizes.

Students Express Thanks.

This interval was ozcupied by some
speeches by the students, Especially
good were the addresses given Dy
Messrs. Grant, Carman and Hutton
8r., who said they wanted to express
their hearty thanks to the department
for holding the short course at JLa-
combe; to the staff for their unvary-
ing courtesy .and painstaking efforts
and to the board of trade and citizens
of Lacombe for their generosity in pro-
viding cheap transportation and ac-
commodation for students from out-
side points.

Dr. Sharp, the mayor of Lacombe,
presented thé following awards:

A silver cup given by M. D. Geddes
of Calgary for best judge of beet cat-
tle was won by Leonard J. Hexfall, of
Bowness, Calgary. When the mayor
bad made the presentation the entire
body of students gave the winner
three hearty cheers.

O. Rosenberger, of Airdrie, next re-
ceived a4 silver cup given by Bryece
Wright, of De Winton, for the bést
judge of light and heavy horses.

F. H. Duckett, of Lacombe,®was the
fortunate winner of two silver cups,
one given by Mr. Puffer, of Lacombe
the loeal M.P.P., for the best judge o
grains, and also the one given by W.
J. Tregellus, of Calgary, for best judge
of dairy cattle.

/. R. Winslow, of Lacombe, wa:
the_recipient of the cup donated 1as'
year by MF Hutton t6 the loeal dgri
cultural assgciation open only to stu-
dents- residing within the area ove;
which the society operated, and had
ta.be won fwice before becoming the
property of the winner. Mr. Winslow
won it last year and is now . the own
er.

Grand Challenge Trophy.

The grand challenge trophy dona
ted by the Lacombe board of trade
which has to. be won three times be
fore becoming the property of a win
ner, was this year won by A. S. Ross
of Red Deer, for receiving the highest
number of marks for all the competi
tions. .He also received the gold med
al which goes with the trophy. P.
Harding, of Lacombe, received the
silver medal for second largest aggre-
gate of marks, and P. M. Balentyne
of Lacombe, the ‘bronze’ medal ‘or
third place.; These medals were .als
donated by the board of trade.

Although th®se attending the course
ranged in age from -youths' just fron
school.te those.well past middle age,

wa# noticeable that ‘the winners
were pll" young men, and some very )
interesting facts  in this ' conneetion'!
may .be noted.

Leonard Hettall, winner of the cup
for judging beef cattle, is ‘only B
vears of age-and has only recently
come to Canada from London, Eng-
land. He had-never touched a beef
animal until-he arrived at Lacombe,
In fact had hardly seen one unmtil 1e
came to this country, yet by his short
course he was enabled to place the
cattle, and give his reasons- for do-
Ing so 'better than any of the fiity
competitors, many owning large herds
of pure bred beef animals. and the
majority ‘having lived® on farms-all
their lives.

F. H. Duckett is a young man who
attended the:first- day’s lectures, but
did not intend to take. all, thinking
be was unable to do so. He was, how-
ever, so impréssed with “the “value of
what he learned, that he decided to
take the entire course. He lives somé
distance’ from Lacombe; and a-wuiough
he had to do his‘chéres mornings and
evenings he did not ‘miss a single "éc-
ture. 4

“It meéant early rising and late go4
ing to ped, -end I Have ‘been rather
late some mornings, bt -I was detel-
mined to : get all I could “out-of the
classes,. I feel rather mean to take
two cdps when some of the othérs
have worked just as hard as-I have
and haye none,”” was what Mr. Duck-

HOGS AT 6./ CENTS.

That the livestock business has &
hopeful outlook for the opening of
spring is the opinion of W. F. Ste-
vens, Live Stock Commissioner. Dur-
ing the winter the large packing
houses bought up everything offered
and are now able to supply the trade
without paying excessive prices for
live weights. In spite of this as high
as $4.75 has been offered for good uay
fed stuff.

“The general outlook,” says Mr.
Stevens. ““is good grain fed stuff will
bring flve cents vper pound before
long.”

Hogs are a good prospective propo-
sition as Mr. Stevens sizes up the
situation. The big demand for grain
has tended to increase prices and the
farmers have been tempted to seil
their grain and dispose of their hogs
at light weight. A visit to the pack-
ing houses reveals the fact that hogs
of bést quality can be raised, and also
that the farmers generally are not do-
ing it. Mr, Stevens tMinks that the
appearance of the animals would in-
dicate that there are a great many in-
experienced men’ trying to raise hogs
in the country who are losing money.

Asked for the reason of this, Mr.
Stevens said farmers are not providad
with' suitable quarters for their hogs
and that they feed too much on grain.
He emphasized. that hog growers must
learn that they cannot expect to raise
hogs successfully -inless they provide
succulent feed during the winter
months,

THE U.S. WILL INTERVENE.

In the Trouble in Central American
Republics.

Washington, March 12—The United
States has recalled its charge d’affairs,
Mr. Gregory, at Managua, Nicargua, and
ordercd vessels to rendezvous on the Pa-
cific and Atlantic side of that Central
American republic.The state department
feels bound to intervene at this time in
the troubles in Central America, be-
cause the neutrality of Honduras is
threatened and that neutrality is guar-
anteed by the United States and Mexico.
The trouble raised at this time by Ni-
caragua in Central America means the
drawing in of other republics. It is re-
ported today that there has been a clash
between the iroops of Salvador and Ni-
caragua.

In order £ maintain the peace so far
as possible till the United States and
Mexico can restrain Nicaragua, the gun-
boat Yankton will keep permanent sta-
tion on the west coast of Nicaragua and
the Tacoma and the Dubuque have been
ordered to watch the Atlantic side. The
state department has found Nicaragua
verv unruly, and especially in the long
standing Emery case, which invelved
the rights of an American citizen. Min-
ister Coolidge left his post because of
his inability to bring Nicaragua to
terms.

The state department will continue to
reat with Mr. Espincsa, the Nicaraguan
minister ‘here. It is possible, however,
that Mr. Espinosa may get instructions
from his government to go home. Secre-
tary of State Knox took up this inter-
national problem with President Taft
on the morning of inauguration. It has
apparently been getting worse since that
date.

Predicts Direful End of Earth.

Boston, Mass., March 12.—Professor
Percival Lowell, in a lecture on' Cos-
mic Physics, gave a graphic desecrip-
ion of theend of the world because |
he collision with some dark star anid
the sun. The lecture at Huntington
aall is the first in a series of six. Pro-
fessor Lowell stated that unseen bod-
ies in the universe must be more nu-
merous than the wvisible hodies. He
describes the approach of some dark
star to the earth’s sun.

“It would of necessity be a dark
one,”” he sair, “for none of the brignt
stars could do this in aeons of ages.
Such a body might be coming to meet
the sun at about the speed with which
the sun is moving through space, the
relative approach being then about
twenty-two miles a second.

“If the stranger were caught at the
eleventh magnitude, which is about
the practical limit, it would then be
about one hundred and fifty astro-
nomical units distant, anb about five
times the distance of Neptune. It
would be twenty-seven years from the
time it entered the range of vision be-
fore it rose to visibility with the na-
ked eye. It then would be not quite
double the distance of Nepiune.

“With .acelerated speed it would ‘e
coming on, increasing in three years
to first magnitude and in two years
and three months more it would have
reached the distance of Jupiter and
be by far the brightest star in the
sky. - By that time the earth would
bz feeling the effects of the attraction
of the stranger. The seasons would
have changed and the year would
have grown longer.

“In 145 days it would have travers-
ed the distance to the orbit of the
carth. Coming as it would directly to
the sun it would not hit any of the
planets, but would. have approached
s0 near to the earth that the earth
would have turned from the sun to
follow it.

“For nineteen days the chaos con-
sequent on the disturbance of usual
relations would continue, as-like some
comet glorified ‘a thousandfold, the
tramp dropped silently upon the sun.
Toward the close of the nineteenth
day the catastrophe would occur; we
should know no more.”

He added that such an occurrence
ig"suré to come eventually.

London, March 16,—The London morn-
ing papers are almost without news from
Paris owing to the telegraphers strike
there.

| driving  competitions.
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G. T. P. and N. T. R. Will be so far
Completed as to Permit of Moving
Large Share of Crop. Splendid Agri-
cultural Land Along Line Between
Winnipeg and Fort William—Report
of Progress of Work.

Otbawa, March 15—The Commissioners
who are constructing the Winnipeg-
Moncton section of the National Trans-
continental Railway, in an interim re-
port for nine months eding December 31,
1908, tabled in Parliament on Monday,
report a total expenditure during this
period ‘amounting to $18,866,212, making
a total expenditure up to that time of
$45,924,156. The total miles of grading
completed was 668.65 and the total miles
of track laid 3809.12. The total con-
tracts for steel superstructions in bridges
and > viaducts awarded amounted to 23,-
765 tons, of which 6,905 tons have been
practically completed. Contracts for 174.-
818 gross tons of 80 pound steel rails
have been awarded to date, 105,695 gross
tons' to Dominion Iron and Steel Com
pany and 69,123 gross tons to the Algoma
Steel Company.

Completed by September.

The McArthur contract for the con-
struction of the section between Winni-
peg and Fort William, a branch line of
the Grand Trunk Pacifi Company, has
been approximately 82 per cent. com-
pleted, says the report. The enginedrs
and contractors have been notified that
the work must be so far completed as to
vermit of the operation of the line in
September next. In this connection, Mr.
Lumsden, chief engineer, makes the con-
fident prediction that this seetion will
be in readiness to participate _ in the
movement of crops next autumn.

An interesting feature of the report
is.a statement as to the amount of
agricultural lands available along the
line and land fit for cultivation. in Dis-
trict “C” which eommences four miles
East of Bellrivers and extends westerly
to the Ontario boundary. In this tract
there are ahout 3,712,000 acres, of whicn
about 2,500,000 acres will make good
farming lands and ‘most of the rest can
be drained. In District “D” there are
about 1,344,000 acres of land smbout sixty
per cent. of which can be described .as
arable land. From mile 185 to mile 285,
there is an immensa tract of Jand, which
is equal to any agricultural land in Can
ada. Tt contains 3,800,000 acres of good
arable land. Tn district “E” there are
two tracts of  good land aggregating
about 1,660,000 acres.

Fifty-Six Fatalities.

During the period covered by the. re-
port there were four fatalities on Dis-
trict “A;” four on District <B* and
forty-six on District “I.” Of these 35
were due to explosions.

Mr. Collingwood Schreiber, in ‘another
report dated February 5, 1909, summar-
izes the position in respect to N.T. Ry.,
west of Winnipeg,as follows: From Win-
nipeg to Batle rivér, a distance of 6834
miles, grading and bridging is -comp]o(’é
and the track is laid over the whole dis-
tance, with suitable sidings at each sta-
tion, of which 92 wiles has a full lift
of ballast, 502 miles has a first 1ifht and
89¢ miles 18 a skeléton track having no
ballast. The mountain “sectign report
says: The first 108, miles from Princp
Rupert easterly is under contract, and
fair progress _is heing made with the
grading which is composed largely of
solid rock. There are.1,850 men and 90
horses employed upon this work. This is
short of what is required to finish the
work in reasonable time, but I under-
stand contractors are making great ef-
forts to largely increase the force: This
is the only wdvk in . progress- ot the
Mountain secfion which is about 836
miles in length.

JAPAN BECOMES INVOLVED.

In the Balkan Imbroiglio—Desires
Extra Territorial Rights.

Tokio, March 16.—The Japanese of-~
fice refuses to give a definite reply re-
garding the negotiations being carried
on between the Ottoman government
and Mr, Kuni, the Japanese special
envoy to the Porte, regarding the Bal-
kan situation. It was declared, how-
ever, at the foreign office that the
strengthening of commercial relations
is highly important, as the Balkans
are the centre of political strife, the
effects of which might possibly extend
to the Orient. There it is thought de-
sirable for Japan to add her efforts to
the maintenance of peace. Japan de-
sires to secure extra territorial rights
like other powers for the protection f
her interests. but it is difficult to in-
duce Turkey to consent to this.

Ottawa, Ont., March 15.—A return
psescuted to parliament on Monday
at the request of W. H. Sharpe, of
Lisgar, shows that during 1908 the
government bought from Alberta and
Saskatchewan 577,364 bushels of sead
wheat. Of this amount 463,086 bush-
els valued at ..504,436 were distrib-
uted; 97,493 bushels valued at $90,573
were sold direct to the - farmers.
Screenings sold to farmers amounted
to 57,652 bushels valued at $4,754.
