Horticultural Show.
The annual spring show of the Guelph 

Horticultural Society was held in the 
Drill Shed on Wednesday. Although 
the season was nbt at all propitious there 
was an excellent, show in all classes— 
much better indeed than many anticipat­
ed. We do not think we ever saw a bet­
ter display ot flowers at aiflr previous Ex­
hibition. One long table was almost 
completely filled with most beautiful 
fuschias and geraniums, richly laden 
with flowers of all colors and shades. 
Mr. Tansley's collection alone would 
have made a good show in itself, and we 
venture to affirm there are very few col­
lections in the Province which for variety 
and beauty can come up to it. Mr.David 
Allan had also a very fine collection of 
fuschias and geraniums. Mr. N., Sunley 
and Mr. Mann had some nice window- 
plants. Thè show of petunias was good; 
of sweet williams specially good, and an­
tirrhinums far ahead of anything yet 
seen in Guelph. There were a few very 
fine collection of roses, though not a 
great many varieties. Mr. Wm. Benham 
showed a cactus which opened its beauti­
ful white flower at night. It is not often 
this plant is seen in flower, and it at­
tracted much attention. There was only 
one floral ornament—rthat shown by Mr. 
Mann—but there were a great many 
bouquets, table and hand, all of them 
beautiful and tastefully made up.

In fruits we noticed that strawberries 
were not so good aa in former yehrs, per­
haps owing to the unfavorable season. 
Mr. N. Sunley showed a very'fine collec­
tion—all large and well grown berries. 
Mr. Pallister had some splendid goose­
berries, and Mr. John A. Wood the 
largest and finest cherries we ever saw, 
There was quite a show of currants. The 
apples of 1872 were wonderfully well 
preserved.

In vegetables we noticed some large 
and well grown samples of early potatoes. 
The rhubarb, lettuce and spinach wore 
superb. There was a fine show of onions, 
Mr. J. Anderson as usual winning in 
both classes. Mr. Melvin had some ex­
cellent carrots. We think on the whole, 
that with all the drawbacks as regard the 
season, the show was as good as those 
held in former years.

In the evening Vale’s Band was pre­
sent, and quite a number of people visit­
ed the show.

The foreman answered "We have, we find 
the prisoner gnilty of murder in the 
second degree.” ‘ ‘ For several minutes 
after the verdict, neither the prisoner nor 
his friends uttered a word. Mr. O’Conor 
then whispered a word to Judge Davis, 
who announced that he would suspend 
sentence until Saturday morning at half 
past ten. The prisoner was then remov- 
to the Tombs.
