Dutton, Ont., Jan. 10.—The evidence 
in connection with the inquest into 
the cause of the death of W. G. Urlin 
was concluded yesterday.

Cascaden and Mc- 
Killop, who held the post-mortem ex­
amination. Their evidence went to 
show that, although possible, it was 
improbable that deceased inflicted both 
wounds. Two wounds were found be­
hind the ear, around both of which 
were powder marks and burned skin. 
The bullet in the front wound was 
traced through thickest portions of 
skull for three inches, but could not 
be found. The bullet in back wound 
was traced through upper and lower 
parts of the brain three inches and 
found lodged in the upper portion.

Mary Lena Urlin, widow of the dead 
man, said deceased seemed to worry 
about his prospects, when, in fact, he 
was never in better circumstances In 
his life. He was receiving aid from 
his two brothers and from his brother- 
in-law. He complained every day for 
weeks of sleeplessness.
