“Report how many torpedo boats fol-
low you.”Captain Wallerond answered:
“We proceed with lights extinguished.
They attack us from all sides at a dis-
tance of about ten cable lengths.” The
Kamtchatka proceeded, but Captain
Wallerond did not see any strange
craft, and did not hear any furthey
shots.
