Canterbury’s View.
The Archbishop of Canterbury an- 

nounced that he had come into the 
House with the hope and expectation 
that he would be able to abstain from 
voting without doing anything det- 
rimental to the interests of the 
country, but that during the course 
of the debate he had changed his 
opinion.

"I have especially been influenced," 
the archbiship continued, "by the cal- 
lousness, I might also say levity, 
with which some of the noble lords 
seem to contemplate the election of 
500 peers, which would make this 
House and the country the laughing- 
stock of the dominions beyond the 
seas and of foreign countries, the 
history of whose constitutional life 
and progress has been so largely 
modelled on our own. In these cir- 
cumstances I feel it my duty to give 
my vote against insisting on the 
amendments."

Lord Curzon of Kedleston and the 
Earl of Halsbury, and finally the 
Earl of Selborne spoke in favor of 
resisting the Commons.

The Duke of Devonshire said if there 
was any effective way by which the 
passage of the bill could be prevented, 
he would be the first to advocate it, 
but there was none. He added that if 
the advice of the leaders was rejected, 
and peers had to be created, the post- 
tion of the leaders would be intolerable.

Lord Halifax spoke of King Ed- 
ward’s last days as being embittered 
and his life probably shortened by the 
action of the Government.

A few others spoke both for and 
against abstention. The supporters of 
the Government declined to make any 
remarks. The House first agreed that 
there would be no division, and that they 
would not consider the amendments 
made by the House of Commons. Later, 
they agreed not to insist upon the 
amendments made by the peers. Finally 
Lord Morley put the vital proposition to 
the House. That was that the peers 
would not insist upon the Marquis of 
Lansdowne’s amendments excluding the 
home rule bill, Protestant succession and 
other grave matters. The Government 
vote was unexpectedly large, and was 
only obtained by considerable assistance 
from the Opposition.

Toronto, Aug. 11.—After travelling 
through a number of cities in the 
United States in an endeavor to evade 
the warrant of the Toronto police, 
Frank Griro, who a week ago last 
Sunday shot and killed Frank Tarro at 
the corner of Front and Church streets, 
walked into the Agnes street police 
station last night at 10 o’clock and 
surrendered.

Removing his hat and throwing up 
his hands, Friro exclaimed: "I am 
the man who shot Frank Tarro, and

London, Aug. 10.—The Lords tonight 
passed the veto bill by a vote of 131 to 
114, and the creation of new peers has 
been avoided. In the House no one knew 
until the last how the division on the 
bill would go. That was clearly to be 
seen by the rather close vote. Tonight’s 
action opened a new page in the consti- 
tutional history of England. The greater 
number of the House of Lords did not 
vote, but 131 peers by a majority of 17 
entirely changed the character of the 
House, which under slightly varying 
names for nearly a thousand years, has 
been the essential part of the British 
Legislature. The most dramatic part of 
the evening was when Lord Morley yield- 
ed to the insistence of the Opposition 
to say to what extent the Government 
had the King’s consent to make new

Rosebery Pleads.
Lord Rosebery calmly and persuasively 

urged the peers to let the bill go through, 
as it had been sent back to them by the 
House of Commons, shorn of all the 
amendments that had been attached to It 
by the Lords. He spoke with emotion 
of the Government "going to a young 
and inexperienced King, who had been 
only four or five months on the throne," 
with such demands for the creation of 
peers.

He concluded: "If the bill passes to- 
night there will still be force left in this 
House to oppose the dangerous measures 
of the Government, and Europe and the 
Empire will be spared the sight of a 
scandal which would go far to weaken 
the hold of the centre of the Empire on 
its component parts.”

Lord Milner supported Lord Halsbury 
and the Earl of Camperdown declared 
that he would vote with the Government, 
whereupon the Duke of Norfolk declared 
that he would not abstain from voting, 
but cast his vote with the no-surrender-
