It is called ‘ Bozin’s roller express,”

WARNING THE LORDS

Action Gives Home Rulers a
Solid Argument. -

Further Atrocities by Mussulmans—
Cholera in Egypt—Important
Capture of Arms.

LonpoN, Aug. 10.—In the House of
Lords to-night the Irish land bill passed
its third reading - without division.
Great interest was manifested in view of
the opinion expressed. in political cir-
cles that if the Lords should insist upon
their amendments it would jeopardize
the passage of the bill, During the de-
bate Earl Spencer, First Lord of the
Admiralty in the last Liberal ecabinet,
said that the Lords’ amendments water-
logged the bill. Those in favor of home
rule, he said, would build a very solid
argument upon the action of the Lords.
He strongly commented upon the silence
of Lord Salisbury, the Premier, in pre-
gence.of the government’s strnggle over
the bill, If the Lords maintained their
amendments, the strength and indepen-
dence of the House of Lords would be in
danger. The Marquis of Londonderry,
who was a leading factor in eecuring the
amendments to the bill, repudiated the
idea that the wrecking of the bill would
result. All of the concessions, he said,
had beeh on the side of ‘the lords, who,
he hoped, would adhere to their posi-
tion. The Earl of Dunraven said he re-
gretted .the Marquis of Londonderry’s
precipitate statement, and he urged that
the Lords should not press their amend-
ments. If the bills were not passed, he
said, the effect would be disastrous to

COLLISION IN ST. LAWRENCE.

Faragr Point, Aug. 10.—(Special)—
The royal mail steamship Vancouver,
whiech left here at 10:30 p.m., on Sun-
day, for Liverpool, was in collision with
the Beaver line steamer Lake Ontario.
