WOMAN SUFFRAGE. DEVOID OF THE CAPACITY, 
to so discriminate. It might be said 
that ladies had no interest in this 
matter and were not asking for this 
legislation. He had only to look at 
the scene presented in the gallery and 
on the floors of this House to-night to 
find a sufficient refutation to that ob- 
jection. He referred to the petitions 
which the House had received in the 
past from Westmorland and other 
counties in support of woman suffrage 
and to the fact that that question had 
formed a popular plank in the plat- 
form of the hon. representatives from 
Kings. In any event the right was 
only permissive. If there were ladies 
who did not wish to vote they could 
exercise that wish, but they had no 
right to place a stumbling block in 
the way of those who did. He con- 
tended that the discussion of political 
questions by women was elevating 
rather than demoralizing, and quoted 
the opinion of Lord John Russell on 
that point. Had the free and full dis- 
cussion of public questions in this 
province demoralized the public tone? 
On the contrary, the freer and the 
fuller those discussions, the greater 
the acquisition of liberty and of light. 
Women if given these rights would 
soon educate themselves regarding 
their proper exercise. He thought

AN EDUCATED WOMAN 

was as capable of giving an intelli- 
gent vote upon public questions as a 
man who happened to own $100 of 
property and was not able to sign his 
own name. Every movement record- 
ed in history for the enfranchisement 
of women was a step from slavery to 
liberty, and from barbarism to civili- 
zation—nay, more, a step from Pa- 
ganism to Christianity, and the whole 
history of civilization had been to ele- 
vate women in the scale of existence 
and make them in every respect the 
equals of men. Where there is not 
that civilization there is not that 
equality; the greater the civilization 
the nearer the equality. This legisla- 
ture years ago established the prin- 
ciple that women had the right to vote 
at municipal elections; why should it 
not grant them the same privilege 
with reference to elections to this 
House ? The matters dealt with by 
the municipal councils were just as 
important as those devolving upon 
the legislature, involving the most 
important principles of all relating to 
government—the right to levy direct 
taxation. Sentimental reasons had 
been advanced against this and similar 
resolutions—that the exercise of the 
suffrage was not in woman’s sphere. 
Thot argument had been refuted over 
and over again. Similar arguments 
had been advanced against the en- 
franchisement of men. He did not 
see how the House could consistently 
decline to give this right. He felt 
the resolution would commend itself 
to the House as well as to the country. 
(Applause.)

Mr. Killam seconded the resolution.

MB. WILSON OF YORK, 
after highly complimenting the mem- 
ber from St. John for the ability which 
his address displayed, said he was fully 
in accord with the resolution which 
that hon. member had moved, extend- 
ing the right to vote to all women 
possessing the necessary property 
qualification. He thought there were 
very few members in this House who 
did not favor women having the right 
of suffrage in some form. But he did 
not see why that hon. gentleman’s 
augument would not apply as well to 
married women as to widows and 
spinsters. He had no disposition to 
withhold their proper rights from the 
widows and spinsters, but he thought 
the disposition of this House was to 
make residence in the country the 
prime qualification. He did not be- 
lieve it was contemplated by the fran- 
chise bill that property should have 
the right to vote. The object of the 
Government and Legislature was that 
property should be no disqualification, 
and that persons should have a right 
to vote notwithstanding they had pro- 
perty. While the Government had 
not seen fit to take away the right to 
vote in consequence of the sole quali- 
fication of property, the underlying 
principle of the bill was that intelli- 
gence was the criterion that should 
guide the

EXERCISE OF THE FRANCHISE, 
in view of the fact that the educational 
system of the Province was now 
established a sufficient length of time 
to give every young man in it the 
qualification to vote intelligently upon 
the public questions of the day. The 
honorable gentleman had augued that 
if property in the possession of males 
gave the right to vote, why should 
it not give the same right when in 
possession of females? Nobody could 
take exception to that reasoning, but 
it seemed to him (Wilson) strange 
that property in the possession of 
married women should disqualify them 
from exercising the right which it was 
proposed should be given to widows 
and spinsters. It would appear to be 
the view of some that, as soon as a 
woman got married, her intelligence 
at once sank below par.. Were they 
not equally interested in every moral 
reform ? He thought the anxiety and 
the moral responsibility of the country 
centred in the married woman of the 
community. The fact that a minister 
pronounced two persons man and wife 
was no reason why either of them 
should be refused their proper share 
in the legislation of the nation. He 
thought the hon. gentleman from 
Westmorland, who was in favor of ex- 
tending this privilege to widows and 
spinsters, was somewhat unfortunate 
in alluding to the petitions which had 
been presented to this House. On 
examining those petitions, he had 
found that they petitioned that the 
right to vote should be extended to 
"all women of the age of 21 years or 
upwards, whether married or unmar- 
ried." He did not think there was 
anything in the argument that mar- 
ried women would vote at the beck 
and nod of their husbands. Wherever 
women had the advantage of educa- 
tion then were fearless and indepen- 
dent. He believed that if this were 
granted a great change would take 
place in the political morality of this 
Province. If the result of the lords of 
creation having

CHARGE OF THE POLLING BOOTHS 
of the country, for all these years, had 
been to demoralize them, the sooner 
the refining influences of women were 
introduced the better. The govern- 
ment of this country and the legisla- 
ture had been working manfully for a 
century to pull down the old fabric 
of tyranny and privilege and monopo- 
ly, and the last vestige of it would go 
when this House voted unanimously, 
as it should and some day would, to 
give the right to vote not only to 
widows and spinsters, but to the mar- 
ried women of this country. A gen- 
eral election, when that day arrived, 
would be like a big tea-meeting over 
the length and breath of the province, 
and the scenes of demoralization so 
long witnessed would be things of the 
past. Mr. Wilson then moved, amid 
much applause, his resolution which 
in effect was that every woman of the 
age of 21 years, being a British sub- 
ject, and not otherwise legally inca- 
pacitated, should have the right to 
vote at elections to the Assembly.

Mr. Morrisey said he had much 
pleasure in seconding the amendment,

HON. MB. BLAIR
said, although laboring under some 
disability he could not allow the op- 
portunity to pass without offering a 
few observations before the motions 
presented should be submitted to the 
House for its decision. These obser- 
nations, he regretted, would be less 
complete than the gravity and import- 
ance of the question demanded. He 
would give some reasons why neither 
of these motions should be favorably 
considered by the House.’ The last 
gentleman who spoke appeared to vie 
with his predecessor in the lengths to 
which he was prepared to commit this 
legislature in the direction of the en- 
franchisement of women. He thought, 
in view of that fact, that no vote 
should be taken until these who dif- 
fered from these gentleman had pre- 
sented the views which they enter- 
tained to the house. He felt a great 
deal of regret to find himself sepa- 
rated on this momentous question 
from many of those with whom, in 
the past, he had been in accord. He 
found that a very considerable num- 
ber of the talented men of this House, 
whose character and ability had done 
much to elevate
THE IMPORTANCE OF THIS LEGISLATURE 

had, he thought unfortunately, com- 
mitted themselves to a policy which 
he did not believe would be conducive 
to the public welfare. If he had not 
known how talented these gentlemen 
were; how capable of dealing with 
public questions they were ; how sound 
in many respects their judgment was, 
he would have felt that they had sim- 
ply given themselves away to some 
species of fantastic sentimentalism 
which was not in accord with the 
wish and judicious public policy at all. 
He was not in a position, however, to 
express that opinion with regard to 
these gentlemen. He fully recognized 
their capabilities, but he thought they 
had fallen into a grievous error and 
were misled by the want of a careful 
and calm consideration of this serious 
question. They ought to have been 
guided by the consideration that they 
were engaged in the work of practical 
politics, and ought not to have shown 
themselves willing to set afloat fantas- 
tic ideas and sentimental notions sim- 
ply because, perhaps, nothing remain- 
ed yet to do in the way of tinkering 
with the legislation of the country. 
In the English governed communities 
of the world, the only community that 
could be pointed to which had gone 
to the lengths these gentlemen pro- 
posed, was the Isle of Man. Should 
that not lead them to hesitate before 
they took a leap in this direction, the 
consequences of which they could not 
foresee and the influence of which they 
could not measure? No doubt it 
might be said that we had as much 
right

TO LEAD AS TO FOLLOW, 

but he thought such a course was not 
practical politics. He thought when 
this house wished to look for assist- 
ance on questions of great political 
moment, it might be very well to look 
to the mother country, from whose 
prolific womb had sprung so many 
colonial empires. The house had been 
truly told that as early as 1867 a 
motion had been made in the British 
Parliament in the direction of woman 
suffrage, but he entirely dissented 
from the statement that from that 
time to the present there had been a 
steady growth in that Parliament in 
favor of this movement. His view 
was that that policy had been losing 
ground in the mother country. He 
pointed out that the great tribute of 
the people—John Bright—although 
he had followed Mr. Fawcett and Mr. 
John Stuart Hill into the lobbies on 
this motion, had made the greatest 
haste afterwards to declare to the 
people of England that, after calm 
consideration of the subject, he had 
concluded that it would not be in the 
public welfare that that policy should 
be adopted. He mentioned that name 
because, if he would expect to find 
any representative who would be dis- 
posed to extend all the rights and 
privileges to women which they 
might reasonably claim, he thought 
they might fairly look to John Bright 
as that man. But John Bright had 
felt that his duty to his country de- 
manded of him that he should

OPPOSE THAT MEASURE, 
and when that bill came up again he 
went into the lobby against it. That 
bill was repeatedly defeated from 
that time down to the present, and he 
(Blair) did not think the movement 
had now any more strength in the 
British Parliament that it had 22 
years ago. Looking at this question 
from a practical standpoint, it de- 
volved upon his hon. friends to tell us 
where this policy would lead to. He 
saw a great deal more in the resolu- 
tion of the hon. member from St.John 
than it expressed on the surface. He 
heartily recognized the right of that 
hon. member to bring this question 
up, but he claimed that his resolution 
was spacious and disingenuous. It 
did not require much reasoning to see- 
that its logical consequences went 
much further than the terms of the 
motion itself. Neither did it need as

On the Resolution and Amendment
Moved by Messrs. Stockton and 

Wilson.

A Full Summary of the Speeches.

The Proposition Voted Down.

In the House of Assembly, Wednes- 
day night, when the women suffrage 
question came up for discussion on 
the resolution and amendment moved 
respectively by Dr. Stockton of St. 
John, and Mr. Wilson of York, the 
galleries were packed with spectators, 
the audience including very many 
ladies. The debate way most ably 
conducted on both sides, but the most 
eloquent address of the debate, was of 
course that delivered by Hon. Mr. 
Blair, who took strong gronnd against 
enfranchising women.

A very complete summary of the 
leading speeches on the subject is 
given below :—

DE. STOCKTON OF ST. JOHN 
moved the resolution qualifying all 
widows and spinsters holding real 
estate to the value of $100, or per- 
sonal and real property to the value 
of $400, or who should be assess- 
ed upon income to the amount of 
$400, the right to vote for members of 
the Assembly. He opened his re- 
marks by reminding the House that 
in deference of the view of the Attor- 
ney General, that the passage of the 
resolution which he had moved the 
other day when the franchise bill 
came before the House, would imperil 
the bill, he had withdrawn it with the 
distinct understanding that the House 
would have an early opportunity of 
pronouncing Onion it. It had been 
represented by some that he should 
have pressed that resolution at that 
time, quite irrespective of the con- 
sequences, but he (Stockton) had felt 
that great credit was due to the gov- 
ernment for the wise, liberal and 
comprehensive measure they had in- 
troduced, and he had felt that it would 
be unfair to the government to ham- 
per their action. He quite agreed 
with the proposition heretofore laid 
down by the Attorney General, that 
the legislation of the country should 
be behind, rather than in advance, of 
public opinion. If he thought that 
the principles embodied in the reso- 
lution he had just moved were in ad- 
vance of public sentiment, he would 
hesitate to advocate its adoption. He 
believed, however, that so far from 
being in advance of public sentiment 
the resolution was

BATHER BEHIND IT.

It was important, he said, that the 
electorate of the country should have 
a full and fair representation in the 
legislation of the country. The time 
was, in the history of this province, 
when the qualification for voting for 
members of this House was a very 
high one, and when that was the case 
there was not a representation of pub- 
lie opinion, but the reverse of it. The 
classes and not the masses of the 
country were represented on the 
floors of the Assembly when that in- 
equality existed. For years past, 
there had been an enlargement of the 
electoral franchise, both as to the 
members of this house, and as to those 
who should have the right to vote for 
them; and to-day the principle had 
been established by the House, that 
every young man of the age of 21 
years should have the right to vote. 
Formerly only property had a right 
to vote; intelligence was excluded. 
In the bill now before the legislature, 
there were three principles embodied 
—property, intelligence and residence. 
If the electer was a nonresident, what 
does he vote on ? Not on citizenship; 
not on intelligence; but on property. 
Therefore, under certain circum- 
stances, property gave the right to 
vote. It was not the man who voted 
but the property. If the man was a 
non-resident, he voted simply upon 
the fact that he was possessed of $100 
of real estate in the electoral district 
for which he cast his vote. Supposing 
he transferred it to a woman? After 
the transfer was made had he still a 
right to vote? No. The right to 
vote then ceased hence it was pro. 
perty that constituted that right. If 
property then

HAD THE RIGHT TO VOTE 

why should not it have the right to 
vote whether it was held by a female 
or a male? To deny this right was 
an injustice to the property, if pro- 
perty had the right to be represented 
at all. But the resolution went further; 
it went to the extent of saying that 
intelligence, under certain circum- 
stances, should have the right to vote 
—that any licensed teacher or pro- 
fessor employed in any school or col. 
lege within an electoral district if 
registered, should vote. He had con- 
ferred that provision to licensed teach- 
ers and those employed in universities 
and schools for obvious reasons. The 
education of the country was under 
the control of the government of the 
country. The legislature had been 
voting tens of thousands of dollars a 
year for the purpose of increasing the 
intelligence of the country quite irre- 
spective of sex. Whenever any per- 
son wished to teach in the province, 
he or she had to give a certificate of 
character as to intelligence from the 
government. That certificate certain- 
ly should be sufficiently high to en. 
title the person possessing it to the 
right to exercise the franchise. To 
say that they were not, was paying a 
very questionable compliment to the 
common schools of the province.

What was the principal underlying 
the right to vote? Was it not that 
we might select fit and proper persons 
for the administration of the country’s 
affairs? Should not the voter be able 
to discriminate as to whether such 
person was a fit and proper person or 
not? Why then should persons hav- 
ing, a certificate of intelligence from 
the government be adjudged
