And this is exactly what assisted immigra-
tion brings us to.

When immigration is left alone, and
when people are allowed to come in as they
please, the balance of employment in a
manner regulates itself. It may go wrong,
occasionally, but will always tend to right
itself very quickly.' If more carpenters
than the country can employ come in, or
more tailors, for instance, the fact will
soon become known, and the influx
of men belonging to the overdone trade
will . stop. But assisted immigra-
tion knocks all this. on the head,
and destroys the natural tendency to keep
the balance. 'The immigrants who have to
be “‘assisted” are sure to consist largely of
men having no trade at all, while many of
them will be found belonging to trades that
are not yet established in this country,
They are an addition to the very class of
whom we have too many here already.
Supposing that we had an ideal balance of
employment before, with a place for every
man and every man in his place, a few
thousands of assisted immigrants would
destroy the balance at once, and cauge a
lack of employment to be felt,
It is different with an immigration of
farmers, or men who come here to take up
land. Of them we never can have too
many, as long as there are millions of acres
lying unoccupied. If the whole mass of
immigrants were composed of farmers and
tradesmen in the right proportion one would
make work for the other and the balance
would be preserved. - But the assisted im-
migrants are all, or mostly all, of the class
that crowd into the towns, where there
are always more people seeking work than
work' can be found for, It is not the num-
bers merely of the immigrants that is ob-
jected to, but the fact that they are not
the kind of people that are wanted, We
want the country filled up, but not with
them. We may therefore be perfectly
consistent in opposing assisted immigra-
tion, while still wishing to see the coun-
try’s population doubled within reasonable
time.
