Mr. Foster followed in the same strain,
and pointed to the resolution of the Nova
Scoua Legislature, which asked a refund
from the Dominion Government of
amounts spent by the vinces on
account of railways.

From one of the deputation who had made
a rough caleulation Tre World learned that
if all the provinces were taken into consider-
ation the amount the Dominidén Government
would have to refund would be between fif-
teen and twenty millions.

The Opposition Chuckling.

The whole session of the House this after-
noon and evening has been devoted to the
probibition question, on which we had a
division immediately after recess, over
which the Opposition is chuckling,
holding that the Government was de-
feated. This is mnot exactly correct,
as the question is not a Government one and
no member of the Government has spoken at
all on it, but it so happened that just_as the
House wasrising at 6 -o'clock Mr. Sproule
moved the adjournment of the debate, and
on the House re-assembling a vove was
taken, with the result that the motion
was defeated by a vote of 65 for to 74
against. It was not a political question
at all, but the Opposition members happened
to have come back a little sooner from ainner
than the Government members and as the
latter voted first and voted for the adjourn-
ment the latter voted against it in a body
and defeated it. The only Conservative who
voted against the adjournment was Jamie-
sun and the joke about the corridors to-night
is that a coalition governmentis to be formed
with Jamieson as premier.

Hiram J, Maxim Thinks He Has Solved
the Problem of Sailing Through th eAir.

WasHINGTON, D.C., May 21.—Hiram J.
Maxim, one of the Americans who. malkes
guns in Europe because he can get a better
market for them there, is just now working
out a flying machine with which he proposes
to revolutionize methods of warfare. Mr.
Maxim4s in Washington and to-day ‘talked
upon his plans for a fiying machine.

«If I can rise from the coast of France,”ia
said,“sail through the air across the Channel
and drop half a ton of nitro-glycerine upon
an English city I can revolationize the world.
I believe I can doitif I live long enough.
1t 1 die some one will come after mé who
will be su ul where I failed.” .

Mr. Maxim has built at his workshop near
Kent, England, a smail flying machine with
a wooden screw as its motive power. The
sorew revolves all the way from 1000 to 2600
revolutions per minute.

““What is your machine like?” he was asked.

« What is the size of your large machine?’

« It will be 110 feet wide aund forsy feet
loug® It will be propelled by two immense
:oodon screws, nearly eighteen feet in

iameter, looking very much like the screws
with broader blades.

THE TEST SATISFACTORY.

Messrs, Fensom and Clarke Make Their

Deliverance,

Messrs. John Fensom and L. J. Clarke, ex-
perts employed by the city to test the new
steel conduit, have submitted the following
report on the matter: i

W. Hamilton, Esq.: Actiog under your in-|
structions we the undersigned have @ the
following series of tests to aetermine the amount
of leakage, it any, in the new steel conduit pipe.

Three tests were made at the erib at Hanlan's
Point by pumping the water down to a level of
three feet below the level of the lake, and cdre-
fully noting the time uired to fill, marking the
use each balf minute. ‘T'ne flist test was made
on the 5-foot pipe, the gate on the 4-foot pipe
being closed. 'I'ne sécond was made with the gate
upon the 4-foot %gse partly raised.

“The result of these two tests were so nearly
similar that we thought it advisable to make an
additional test with the gate on the 4-foot pipe
opened wider. These latter tests are almost iden-
tical, thus showing that the leakage is mainly in
the 5-foot pipe.

The time covered by this test occupied 20 min-
utes, then until the water reachad the level of the
bay 16 minutes elapsed, making the total time
36 minutes, or an inch in depch per minute.

The total area of leakages is equal to a
circular orifice 25§ inches in diameter.

If another test were made o a few weeks and
should show a diminution in the volumes of
leakages it would prove that the leaks consisved
in a number of small oritices, wnich would in
time entively close, but it no diminution took
place it wouid indicate that the leaks were iarger
than would close by rust and sédiment.

We consider the four-foot pipe across the bay
to be very satistaciory, and are opinion tnat the
leakages in tne 5-foot pipe cau be sgreduced
as to make it equally so. These leaks being in a
part of thé bay where the water is comparatively
ciear make the danger of contamination less tnan
if the leaks were in the 4-foot pipes.

Mr. Hamilton thinks the report of the ex-
perts satistactory.

Tides in the Affairs of Eggs.

MONTREAL, May 21.—The tide in the com-
mercial current of eggs séems to have turned
the other way. The row the New Eagiand
farmers made over the influx of Canadian
eggs-over the border and the premonitions
of the McKinley bill seem tohave dried up
the ftruitful source of the Canadian hen,
and sbe is beginning to fall lamentably be-
low her average. The egg dealers of Mont-
real held a private meeting to-day and de-
cided to send a delegation to Ottawa to im-
press upon the Covernment the advisability
of placing a duty oun eggs imported frowm the
United States. Duaring the fiscal year end-
ing June 30, 1890, Canada - imported 659,051
dozen of eggs, valued at $91,773. Of these
eggs the Unitéd States supplied 625,168 dozen,
valued at $59,144, This will probably be a
surprise to the statisticians.swho have veen in
the nabit of ciphering out such a large bal-
ance of trade in Canadian hen fruit against
us.

SHORT A MILLION BUSHELS.

WHAT THE MILLERYS ASSOCIATION
FIGURE ON WHEAT,

The Wheat in Sight in the Dominion is
Put Down at Five Million Bashels—The
Crop Reports are Favorable but Rain
{s Wanted—Exporting Wheat Made to
Pay.

The Dominion Millers’ Association held a
special meeting at the Rossin House yester-
day. < There were two sessions, one at 2 and
the other at 8 o’clock, President J. C. Hay
of Listowel occupied the chair. The meet-
ing was one of the most representative held.
Its object was three-fold—to consider the
statistical position of
country, the export trade,
annual meeting.

The first-named obWu the most impor-
tant.~For some time the want of some method
for collecting statistics relative to vhe visible
supply of wheat and flour in the Dominion
bas been keenly felt. In' fact a lack of
knowledge in this particular has often caused
a pecuuiary loss to the millers. *‘To tell you
the truth,” remarked one of the represeata-
tives to The World, “we find that we have
been standing on a volcano.”

“In what respect?”

““Well, for instance: This year we have
been counting on a surplus of wheat and lnid
our plans accordingly. At our meeting to-
day, however—although our statistics are in-
complete—we find that there is in all pro-
bability a shortage,”

“0Of how much?”’

“Probably a million bushels. It will,how-
ever, largely depend on the harvest. If it is
early we may purhaps malke both ends meet.
Should it be late we will have to look around
for supplies.” .

““After those present at the meeting bad
compared notes, what was estimated as the
%uantity of wheat and flour in storein the

ominion?’

“From what we can learn from the present
imperfect figures in our possession there are
about 5,000,000 bushels of wheat and flour in
the mills, storehouses and baros of the coun-
try. To aussure ourselves more fully on this
point. however, Mr. Charles Watt, the cen-
tral grain buyer here, has been instfucted to
gather statistics, which Mr. Plews of ‘Brant-
ford will put in shape and acquaint the ml -
ers of the result through the bulletin issued
by him.” F

When the meeting began to wrestle with
the export question it turned over some in-
formation which was new to een such old
exporters as Mr. Plews} wing to the high

and fixing the

price of Ontario wheat the'millers for some
time have been unable ¢ port flour made
from it. They bave, however, been sending
a little across the ocean made from the
poorer grade of Manitoba wheat. . That any-
one was exporting flour produced from  the
finer grades of itoba wheat was never
dreamed of by the great body of the milling
fraternity. en, therefore, one of those
Bmsn& rose to his feet and said that

e bad been doing so -and  at
a profit the meeting was dumfounded. He
acknowledged, however, that there wasa
pigger in' the fence. He had bought a large
quantity of wheat in the first place and
when it was cheap. Then m‘ukiuz advan-
vage of the grinding in transit privileges ac-
corded by tne Grand Trunk he had been able
to get his flour to Montveal at 4c. per barrel
instead of at 85c., thussecuring a profit of
31c. before the tihur was shipped.

Mr. Plews advocated holding the annual
mesting after harvest, instead of duriug the
Exhibition as formerly. . He held that if they
had @& big crop, - as  from  presant
indications they would, ‘they would be
in a better position to formulate plans for
going more extensively iato the export
trade. At present, he pointed out, this wrad?
was in the hands of a tew, naving . faliea orf
during the past few yeavrs owing to' smad
crops. “Fhis‘evndition of affairs, ne thought,
could be improved by careful wvursing and
congerted action.

‘I'ne meetiug foll in with his views and  ap-
pointed hih and the president to fix the
time. It will provably bLe either the last
week in July or the first weex in August.
All will, however, depead uposs the harvest.

T'he World spoke to some of ' the delegates
re tae crops. 'Tne consensas of opinivn was
that wuile the want of rain had kept them at
a standstill during the past three weeks, no
dumag: bad so far been sustamned. Coupar-
ed Wil a year ago tire condivions weré much
more favorable.

His spiritual
advisers arrived abous 5 o'clock, and re-
mained until after 7, after  which the
doomed mau’s breakfast was brought in. It
counsisted of ham and eggs, of which he ate
beartily, washing it down with a cup of
coffee. '

At gbonut 8.15 those who were to witness
the execution were admitred to the jail yard
aud took ground opposite the gailows, which
was erected in a sMall ernclosure on the wo-
men’s sill2 of the yard at Jhe west end. The
same frame was used as that in the hanging
of Davis nearly a vear ago. The procession
to the gallows commenced at 8.20. It was
headed by Sveritf Hope and his deputy, then
came Dr. Chamberlain, Inspector of Prisons,
Toronto, Jailer Appleton and then the pri-
soner, with a leather girdle around his aris,
Ot all present he was Sorhaps coolest, walk-
ing between Fathers O'Brien and Connelly
with a firin step, repeating after them tne
prayers and taking his stand under the gal-
lows, which he surveyed critically. He
shook hands with the clergy aud the jail offi-
cials. :

In a somewhat tremulous voico hessaid: “‘I
wish to thank the officials of the  jail, and

particularly Mr. Appleby, the jailer, for his |.

kindness to me.”

Then the black cap was drawn over his head,
and the last\wgrds uttered by him were:
* May God haVe mercy on mysoul.” Agt the
words of the Lord’s Prayer, * Deliver us from
all evil,” the rope wuas cut, the weight, 360
pounds, dropped. The body was jerked about,
six feet in the air, alinost turning @ somer-
sault. The body was not cat down until
nearly half an hour atterwards, when it. was
lowered into & very Dicé coffin and was
buried in the jail yard. When the black cap
was rexioved the unfortupate man looked
quite natural, the face showing not the
slightest expression of suffering, although
death was caused b& strangulation.

Kana's daughter is a pretty girl of winning
manner. Her home is in Toronto and she
remained with her father until the execu-
tion, . She has not seen him since she wasa
listle girl, She denies the report that her
father was related to Kane who was recently
bung in Toronto. Another married daughter
in 7Toronto was not aware that her
father was to be executed. George
Skinner, who is a step-son, and has beeii try-
ing to sell his step-father’'s photographs to
the newspapers, made application to the
sheriff to witness the execution, but “was
promptly refused.
