A Waellito-Do Farmer W the

Throats of His Wife and Daughter Cut

and Their House Sot on Fire—No Clue

to the A in or A i The Ob-

ject Supposed to Have Been Plunder,
¥From The Sunday World

MONTREAL, June 4.—The most fearful
tragedy in the annals of Missisquoi County
ocourred seven miles from this point last
night, or early this morning, Omri Edy,
Mre. Edy, his wife and their daughter,
Emma, aged 20, were found murdered in
their farmhouse at Black Ridge, three
miles from Clarenceville. After the murder
had been committed the assassins set
fire to the dwelling and the neighbors, who
were attracted to the spot by the flames,
found thejthree dead bodies, which were at
once removed. :

As yet there is no clue .to the murderers.
There is little doubt but that the primary
intention of the unknown murderers was
robbery, and this led to the sequel which
has sent

throughout the whole district. In support
of the robbery theory it may be stated that
when the dead bodies were remov-
ed, around Mrs. Edy’s hand was
found a rubdbéer band, which the
neighbors say was similar to one which she
carried on her purse. The position of the
band indicated that it h&d been siipped
from off the purse, probably in response to
the robbers’ demand for money. The sequel
to this act of Mrs. Edy’s may never be de-
tailed, but the finding of the dead bodies
shows that it was followed by a series of
most brutal murders. The intensest
excitement prevails in the neighborhood
of Beach Ridge, and people are flock-
ing to the sceme of the murder
from Bedford, Clarenceville and other ad-
jacent places.

Coroner Mitchell of Bedford has gone to
Beach Ridge and is holding an investiga-
tion”this afternoon.

An Old and Esteemed Familv,

Omri Edy, the murdered man, was 70

ears of age, his wifs, formerly ‘a Miss

ush, being about 62. They were one of
the oldest families residing in that - part “j
the country. They came from United E
pire Loyalist stock, Mr. Edy’s grandfather
having settled there in the early part of the
century. Mr. Edy wasanindependent, well-to-
do farmer and possessed considerable means,
being the owner of two farms. He was a
highly respected man, and was one of the
favhers of the Methodist church in Clar-
enceville. The late Mrs./Edy was a kind
woman, while Miss Edy was a well-edu-
cated young woman, held in great esteem by
all who knew her.

A Charming Residence.

The residence was situated on Beach
Ridge, a beautiful country road leading
from Clarenceville to Albany Springs, Vt.
The house stood about three milgs from
Clarenceville and two from the { bound-
ary line. It was _ome o the
pretty farm residences which are so numer-
ous in that section. It was of wood, and
fronting it was a shaded lawn. It could be
seen for quite a distance, beinig on the brow
of the hill near the lake. On the east the
farm lands slope down to Missisquoi Lake.
The farmer employed by Mr. Edy lived in
another house about 100 yards away with
his family. The bulk of the product of
these two farms was hay, which was some-
times held until spring to be sold at &
higher price. Z

The Locality Well Fraquented.

There is a good deal of local traffic on
this road, leading as it does between Ver-
mont and Canada. The locality has always
borne a very high reputation and is almost
wholly populated by people of English
descent. As a rule, they retire very early
in the sevening and are early risers. A
married daughter of Mrs. Edy, Mrs. Bert
Hawley, lives near Plattsburg, N.Y. She

* was the eldest child, while the murdered
daughterwas theyoungest. Oneson,Mr. H.O.
Edy, is in businessat Montreal, 160 McGill-
street. The news was broken to him this
morning. ' He will go out this evening.
Teams are to be seen on this road at all
times of night. The corener of the dis-
trict, Dr. H. E. Mitchzll, resides at Bed-
ford, some 16 miles from the scene of the
murder. There is no apparatus to fight fire
within or around Clarenceville. It isa
prohibition parish, as well as Alburg, Vt.,
adjoining it. The nearest neighboring
house to the Edy place is about 300 yards
away.

The Son Receives the Awful News.

Mr. H. O. Edy, son ofthemurdered father
and mother, manutactyrer’s agent, McGill-
street, received a telégram this morning
advising himn of the -murder of his father,
and later on another message aunouncing
the murder of the other members of his
family. The terrible state of mind into
which this intelligence. threw Mr. Edy can
only be imagined. As soon as he had par-
tially. recovered from the stunning effects of
the shock he proceeded to Mr. Carpenter’s
office and engaged two detectives, with
whom be will set ofit to endeavor

To Discover the Perpetrator

Of the outrage. Mr.Edy is supposed to have
been shot and Mrs. and Miss Edy had their
throats cut. The house was set on fire to
cover up the crime, but was discovered by
the neighbors in time to take out the bodies.
A man has been arrested on suspicion of
being cennected with the murder. His name
has not transpired as yet.

The murdered girl is described as being
very handsome, and was engaged to be mar-
ried to Mr. J. E. Struther, formerly Ot-
tawa correspondent of The Montreal Star
and now on the local staff ot that paper.

THE AUSTRALIAN COLLAPSE.

Aun English Journal Says It Is Largely
5 Due to Labor Troubles.
" The Newcastle Chronicle has been taking
the views of a gontleman who recently
spent sume months in Australia studyihg
the critical condition of financial affairs
there. He has arrived at the conclusion
that the woful state of Australian ecomo-
mics is due primarily to the disastrous
labor wars which have - disorganized indus-
try and brought misery and suffering in
their train and, in a secondary degree, to
the land spectlators ; to whom is due the
faot that, at this critical juncture, money is
locked up in unrealisable securities. ith
rd to the former of these two causes
The Ohronicle’s informant is vary decided :

“] am convinced,” he said, ‘‘that the
labor question lies at the very root and:
foundation of the series of disasters that
have come upon the colony. My experience
in Victoria has given me sufficient evideuce
of that. They have there an eight hours
legal working day. That would be all
right if the workmen worked a good day’s
work in eight hours. But they did not.

The whole system was, of course, in favor of
themen, While the law said they should not
work more than eight hours a day there.was
nothing to compel them to do a good

day's work in eight hours. The average

wage is very high; I suppose that on the

whole it is not under 10s, per day, and the

skilled laborers get more. I am speaking

of work in the towne and not of agricul-

tural labor, The members of the trades

unions were not.in the habit of doing a fair

day’s work, and that led to the disastrous

conflicts between them and their employ-

ers. The employers, while not objecting to

trades unions, sought to enforce freedom ot

contract; they desired to be at liberty to

employ a good workman, whether he was a

trades unionist or not. The unions refused

to concede this right and declined to allow

any non-unionist to work in their company.

From this germ have grown all the conse-

quent troubles.

“They have had three tremendons strikes
in Australia. First, the general strike,
caused by the tederated trades unions en-
deavoring to coerce shipowners and others
only to-émploy captains and other officers
who were members of a trades union
affiliated with the Federated Trades. This
was shortly succeeded by the wool shearers’
strike, and, last of all, came the great strike
at Broken Hill, which began on July 4,
1892. On Oct. 7 about 1000 men returned
to work, but the main body still held out,
and it was not until Nov. 7 that the leaders
declared the strike at an end. - During the
whole of that time practically nothing was
done at the mines. The nominal cause of
the Strike was, as I have said, the claim «f
the employers for freedom of econtract,
but really 1t was the great power
that was being acqunired by - the
trades unions, and ' the arbitrary
maoner in which they abused their
power. They were, in fact, becoming
masters in the mines, and sought to dictate
to their employers. The number of men
employed was increasing rapidly, and they
would not do anything approaching a fair
day’s work. The result of the strike was
that the employers gained their point.
They did not in any way interfere with
men hecoming members of trades unions if
they wished, but they held to their claim
to employ free labor if they desired. Sinee
the strike things have goue on pretty com-
fortably. The output per man has enor-
mously incrgased, and the men’s urninfn
also have “to a certain extent risen. In
Australian politics the working mén, with
manhood suffrage, are the masters, and
when times of distress came and idlers
filled the towns, they .demanded that
work should be found for them to
do. The Government obeyed. The
energies of the men were devoted
to unproductive works, - carried ‘on
with borrowed capital. That was all very
well for a time, but it stands to reason that
this state of affairs if long continued is
bound to end in disaster. That is just what
happened in Victoria. They borrowed and
borrowed until they could borrow no longer
and then, as a matter of course, the crash
came. Melbourne, the capital of the
colony, is not a manufacturing city, and the
manufactures there could not be carried on
except by the ridiculous system of state aid,
which is open to very many abuses,”

To those sending us in their
names we will supply from 6 to 12 quart
bottles per day at what we estimate it will
cost us to bottle and deliver it, namely: lec.

they would insist on the council accepting
the offer made by us, which is new before
them, to put into the city mains a full sup-
ply of this water at a cost less than one-
nalf tha present cost of pumping the stuff
we are getting.

DISCRAGED, HE HANGED HINSELF

ing his horse away, and, yelling, ‘“Stop,
thief 1”'all the way,chased him to Windsor,
where the man left the rig and boarded a
ferry-boat, Detective Campau caught the
thief as he was climbing over the side into
the river.

The thief said he came from Wood-
stock and was wanted for criminal_-at-
sault. _ During the night he wound his
suspenders around his neck and held on-till
he was strangled to death. Papers on him
show that he was D. G. Shedden of Van-

Woopsrock, June 3.—Shedden is a
Woodstock boy. He worked at Victoria,
but owing to dulness of tradé had lived
with his parents here all winter. He bhad
been working tor a week in Detroit. He
occasionally got drunk and was probably so
when he swle the rig.

‘The
assault story is wholly untrue.

St. Michnol’s Hospital,

Editor World: In Friday’s issue of your
paper certain statements were made by Ald.
Orr concerning St. Michael’s Hospital,
These statements were made during a com-
mittee meeting of the City Council and are
as follows:

1. That I am not a qualified physician.

2. That the nursing is defectiye.

3. That no advantages are given to
students. : \

4. That patients ‘are kept after . being
cured and given work to do.

5. That patients are not properly at-
tended. -

To all of these charges I give an absolute
denial as follows: .

L I am a graduate of Toronto University
and a licensed practitioner, and I am and
have been the resident medical superivten-
dent of St. Michael’'s Hospital dating from
1ts inception.

2. We h#g8a competent staff of nurses;
while of their' faithfulness and efficiency
the staff an& Iare the bes!;‘{fldgu, and they
are tully up to the standa

3. The students of the Women’s Medical
College have had clinics all winter, and the
same liberty has been given to Toronto
University, a privilege which has been
taken advantage of, as will be seen by the
carriculum,

4. Patients are not given work
to do after being cured any more
than at the General Hospital, where one of
the printed rules is that convalescent
patients must assist the nurses.

The fifth charge may be characterized as
grossly untrue.

It is also insinuated that Bt. Michaels is
a sectarian institution. Sitce the opening
169 Protestant patients has been treated,
and no distinction have ever been made
between denominations. This does not
savor of sectarianism.

Dr. Orr further states that Dr. Sheard
substantiated the above statements. From
my knowledge of Dr. Sheard, I will take
the liberty of doubting this.

Vexatious Bylaws.

Editor World: Some of our City Hall by-
laws would bear-amendment. There is one
which provides that no fence or railing shall
be put up round boulevards except at street
corners, which is fair enough. But there
should be some exceptions made, it seems
to me, Take a case coming under my own
notice: A man occupies a corner house in
the northwest district; the corner can be
made quite attractive,’ as there -are
both trees and grass there, which, if
kept in good order, as he was proposing
to keep them, would add to & small extent
to the beauty of the street. People were
commencing to spoil the grass by making
short cuts across it. He therefore put up
some posts and a railing at the corner, as
allowed in the bylaw. But that was not
enough, as two out of every three men
walked actoss the grass beyond the railing.
Therefore he ran a single wire 30 feet fur-
ther back, two feet from the ground, which
has the desired effect of keeping people to
the sidewalk, The City Kngineer is
now sending round policemen to en-
force this bylaw, and last week
one calls and politely tells him to remove
the wire, as he is instructed to report all
such cases, Now, here is a case in which
the letter of the bylaw is carried out liter-
ally, but hardly the spirit of it. A citizen
spends money in beautifying the immediate
vicinity of his home; his efforts are count-
eracted by people thoughtlessly making
paths across the grass he wishes to culti-
vate. The only remedy for this is denied
him, and if this bylaw is to be enforced to
the letter - in such casas, thera is
small .encouragement for a man to try
and keep the boulevard entrusted to him in
order. It appears to me that if City Hall
energy were directed to more important
reforms, such as getting pure water, for in-
stance (who has not lost a friend from
typhoid fever?), instead of sending round
policemen to harass well-intentioned citi-
zens it would be far more in the interests ot
the city.

The best remedy for this is to have all the
sidewalks put next the street, when there
would be no excuse fcr spoiling the grass
on boulevards. . 1 Vox PoruLL
