Fierce Fight of the Big Bird» on an 
OetrloH Farm.

There wa9 a terribly earnest fight at 
the Coronado ostrich farm across the 
bay from San Diego, Cal., recently, be­
tween two of the largest and ugliest 
cock ostriches in the flock of 30 or 40 
birds. Zrhe fighters weighed about 800 
pounds each. They were evenly match­
ed and very plucky, and did their best 
to kill each other. *

There is novelty about an ostrich 
fight. The ponderous birds are quick as 
cats. They use their feet more dexter­
ously than a pugilist uses his fist and 
with far more deadly effect. One oi 
these birds can thrust his bony, pointed 
toe through an inch hoard with very 
slight effort. Such a blow Is enough to 
kill an ox. With a single kick one of 
there ostriches would disembowel a man 
instantly.

The tight startgd 
cabbage leaves which Keeper Canro- 
bell had thrown to the hungry birds. 
Seldom have two bipeds fought with 
more desire to kill than did these 
ostriches. And a royal fight it was in 
the eyes of the keeper as he saw plumes 
worth flO each, soar from the body of a 
bird in response to the kick of tha 
enemv and fall crumpled! and worthless 
into the dust. . ,

Feathers don’t count for much in the 
flashing eyes of the ostriches.

Thev wanted blood.
Nothing but pure gore would satisfy 

their sense of honor.
Blood they did get and enough to 

satisfy Gov. Waite ere the battle 
ceased. With a deep hiss and out­
stretched wings Ostrich Jim bore down 
on Colonel like a 40-footer, in a gale, 
sheered to the right, and caught Col­
onel' on the right thigh, ripping the 
thick hide off the bare leg and causing 
it to bleed freely. Colonel retaliated 
and almost crippled Jim’s wing with a 
kick that nearly capsized him. They 
then sparred with feet and beaks, pick­
ing and kicking feathers from one an­
other until Colonel dealt a terrific blow 
on Jim’s stomach which seemed to liter­
ally lift him from the ground. Onlv the 
thick mass of feathers prevented the 
awtxil toe from penetrating Jim’s ab-

Jim was game. Regaining his breath 
he knocked Colonel over with a side 
kick, breaking his wing. Colonel re­
covered his feet before the attack was 
renewed. Both birds had by this time 
lost their plumes, and looked as If they 
had been plucked. Both were tired and 
weak from loss of blood. Their attacks 
grew feebler, and finally as if by 
mon consent, they ceased fighting and 
walked off among the bushes to ré 
cuperate. , ,,

The fight was a tdraw, and the 
anxiouf keeper felt relieved that the 
birds lived.

During the fight no man dared trust 
his life near the fighters. Experienced 
keepers seldom try to interfere. If they 
do the concentrated anger of both birds 
is likely to fall upon the luckless med­
dler and end in his death. An interfer­
ing keeper once had his spine shattered 
by a single kick from an ostrich.— 
Chicago Tribune.

The law imposes dire 
penalties upon all who give false ages, 
or who represent that they are gay ga­
zelles when, in fact', they are mischiev­
ous monkey s, and therefore it is a lav 
which would not be welcome in western 
lands.

Coal is made up of the remains of 
trees and plants which grew on th, 
earth before man or any other mammal 
had appeared. Changed by pressure, 
heat and dampness, this mass of vege­
table matter has become a kind of car­
bon, mixed with bitumen, or the tarry 
substances which arè always made by 
slow decay of such matter. Anthracite 
or stone coal, sometimes called glance 
coal on account of its shine,has the least 
bitumen in it: bituminous coal has in it 
much more bitumen than anthracite, 
and cannel coal contains more bitumen 
than either of these.

An old German, who recently came 
tb this country from the fatherland, has 
begun a novel industry in 
in Pegg street, Philadelphia. This 
nothing more nor less than the manu­
facture of “chestnut flour." The flour 
manufactured from dried chestnuts has 
for many years been in great demand 
in Germany. A delicious sort of sweet 
bread is made from it by those wjio are 
familiar with the old-fashioned method 
of preparing the dough. The product 
of the old German’s establishment is 
very much sought after by the Germans 
in the neighborhood, and the supply is 
far below the demand.
