Ottawa, Nov. 1.—Sir Mackenzie Bow- 
ell and Sir C. H. Tupp&r, returned from 
Washington to-day.

Durrant was bom in Toronto and 
the story of his crime is as follows :

On the third of April last Blanche 
Lamont left her home at 8.30 a.m. and 
went to the High School for the morn­
ing session. In the afternoon she at­
tended the Normal School for cooking 
class, which she left about 3 o’clock. 
As she walked from the school in com­
pany with Miss Minnie Edwards, a 
young man stepped up to her, raised 
his hat and escorted her to the car, at 
Clay and Powell-streets. The two sat 
on the east side of the dummy aad 
rode In that position to Market-street.

En route to Market-street Miss Ed­
wards sat inside of the car and paid 
close attention to Miss Lamont and 
her escort. She saw them last at 
Market and Powell, where she left the 
car, and proceeded down Market to 
Fourth-street.

As the car on which Miss Lamont 
and Miss Edwards rode passed the 
c< rner of Powell and California Misses 
May Lanjgan and Alice Pleasant, who 
attended the Normal School, and saw 
Miss Lamont thdre that day, noticed 
the young lady and her escort sitting 
on the outside of the car.

Blanche Lamont was never again 
seen alive by any one who knew her. 
She failed to return home and her dis­
appearance was reported to the police. 
They not only failed to find her, but 
were unable to get a clue which would 
show whether she had been murder­
ed or had eloped. The latter was the 
most accepted theory.

A word or two as to the Sault Canal. 

We were attacken in Parliament for 
changes being made in the canal as 
It progressed. It was said that boodle 
was behind the changes. Last week 
The "Globe devoted four pages to the 
canal, congratulating the Government 
on having made these very changes. 
Two years ago half the cheese sent to 
England was consumed by the Bri­
tish people, while it supplied only one 
per cent, of the butter. We asked for 
a vote of $20,000 to help to introduce 
our butter, as we had introduced our 
cheese, into England. For that we 
were attacked, but we kept on in our 
course, adopting the cold storage sys­
tem. The result is that this year we 
have sent twice as much butter 
England as last year, and to-day deal­
ers in Montreal cannot get enough 
Canadian creamery butter to be sent 
to England.

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M Died of Consumption.

Dr. Ferguson, who, together with 
Dr. Bingham, made the post mortem 
examination of Mrs. Alger, was the 
first witness called, and testified that 
the symptoms exhibited were certainly 
those of consumption, and Drs.

Dr. W. F. Eastwood of Claremont, 
the Alger family physician since the 
summer of 1888, had treated Mrs. Alger 
for consumption. Last February Alger 
wished to insure his wife in the Lon­
don & Lancashire Co. for $5000, but the 
doctor reported against the risk, al­
though Algef asked him to be “as ac­
commodating as Dr. Francey.”

J. N. Hortup, an agent of the Onta­
rio Mutual Co., spoke of an applica­
tion in July last by- Alger to Insure 
his wife In the Home Life for $5000. 
The woman, however, died before the 
policy could be issued.
