City Dweller Unaware of Benefits
of Snowfall.

CLANDEBOYE, Feb. 10.—A hizh wind
to. most people is on a parallel -ZAth
the oft-quoted ‘“‘Primrose by the eivlh s
brim"”—a wind to be called ‘“‘confoufd-
ed,”” or ‘blamed,” or *“nasty,”™ Yor
something stronger, according to
the ‘“‘state of grace” of the
speaker—but in his last analysis, it is
a high wind and “nothing more.” Very
probably it never occurs to him that the

farmer sees it (or perhaps hears 1t
would be more accurate), from a stand-
point particularly and peculiarly his
own. To ‘“come down to cases,” which
suits most minds the best, take a winter
when a light snowfall is the rule—it
is fine for motor traffic, of course, but
overnight a playful, mile-a-minute
breeze feels it a matter of duty to visit
the section—gathers up the dry soil from
around the roots of the fall wheat,
loosening the plants, leaving them ex-
posed to the mercies of the killing frost
and ice, and carries this fine earth for
miles, before dropping it some place,
where it more than likely will never ses
its home flelds again. And, to carry the
matter further, the persistence of weeds
on farms, where the owner {8 constant-
ly fighting them, and in spite of all his
hard work, finding new and probably
more injurious specimens every year or
|two, is not at all surprising when one
recalls the windy, uncomfortable days
|of fall and winter. Again the jolly,
frisky gale has made cheerful and im-
partlal distribution of weed—and wild
grass seed from neighbor to neighbor,
so that no one cah possibly feel neglect-
ed—and the average farmer doesn’t

| quite know when he finds a brand-new
| variety of sturdy weed flaunting its
]blooms among the grain whether to re-
{gard its presence as a ‘‘mysterjous dis-
| pensation” or a ‘“wise provislon of
nature.” Generally he hikes for a hoe
or some sort of sharp tool and gets
busy and doesn’t puzzle over the case.
The business end of a well-sharpened
spade is the one and only effectual
weapon with which to fight the major-
ity of weeds. 5

So there are good and sufficlent rea-
sons why the farmers welcome a nice,
| well-behaved snowfall that covers the
flelds with a blanket thick enough to
be a protection from the wind’'s playful
attentions. The next time a town
