francs. The famous Orloff, the proper 
ty of the Russian crown, is one of the 
most remarkable diamonds, on account 
of the well known circumstances under 
which it was brought to Europe. rlhe 
large stone belonging to the Emperor 
of Brazil, which weighs 1,780 carats, 
would be worth many millions were 
not its brilliancy diminished by certain 
defects. The Sultan of Nizam’s dia­
mond weighs 40 carats ; that of the 
Emperor of Austria 29 grains ; that of 
the King of Portugal 25$ grains. The 
famous Kohrinoo*, or Mountain of 
Light, is the property of the Queen of 
England. The one which adorned the 
tiara of Pius the IX., and was bequeath­
ed by him to his successor, Leo XIII., 
is one of the finest stones known. It 
came from the treasury of the Duke 
of Burgundy, seized at Granson. It 
was sold after the battle to a Jew of 
Berne for three crowns, then succes­
sively for 5,000 and 6,000 ducats, and 
afterwards’purchased for!4,000 by Luigi 
from whom it passed into the hands of 
Pope Julius II. for 20,000 ducats. Every 
one knows that the “ Regent,” of the 
weight of 136 carats, is the finest of the 
diamonds belonging to the French Re­
galia. Connoisseurs consider it to be 
worth 1,000,000 francs. — Galignant s 
Messenger.

the richest and most holy of the Rus­
sian shrines. The tombs of the saints 
are in catacombs cut in the rocks over­
hanging the Dnieper, on which the 
monastry stands. Over 100,(XX) pil­
grims, chiefly from the provinces of 
Great Russia, arrive here during the 
course of the year, and their donations 

great source of wealth. All day 
long the entrance is lined by rows of 
beggars, to whom the piety of the Rus­
sian prilgrim compels him to extend 
his charity. These persons have 
bought from the monks the privilege 
of occupying the profitable stations 
where they pass the day, and it is said 
that some of these posts are valued as 
high as two thousand roubles a year. 
The Government is perfectly aware of 
the abuses of the whole system, but in 
the face of the superstition of the peo­
ple and the firm attitude of the clergy 
it.is powerless. A good story is told 
of the Emperor Nicholas:—At the 
time of the great wars with Napoleon, 
Alexander I. worked sufficiently on the 
patriotism of the monks to induce 
them to make a loan of 1,000,000 rou 
hies to the Government, for which the 
emperor gave his personal bond. When 
Nicholas, shortly after his accession, 
visited Kiev, the monks presented this 
bond to him. Nicholas was affected to 
tears, congratulated them on the pos- 
sion of so valuable a souvenir of his 
revered father, and earnestly begged 
them to preserve it with the greatest 
care.

eHALIFAX, N. S. $ jfig* The examination of James Mor­

ton, one of the principal debtors of the 
City of Glasgow Bank, and now of 
course a bankrupt, throws some inter­
esting light upon the manner in which 
the business of the establishment was 
conducted. Morton says that the Bank 
used to give him from twenty to fifty 
thousand pounds in a day upon his 
I O Us, which was redeemed a few days 
after, and that the transactions 
found their way into the books. In 
nine years he thus obtained eight mil 
lion sterling, and with such splendid 
backing he was enabled to carry on an 
enormous business without any capital 
of his own. Unfortunately the debt 
balance against him always showed an 
upward tendency. In 1861 he began 
by owing the bank about four thous­
and pounds, and ended in 1876 with 
half a million. This is not a solitary 
instance of an enormous unsecured 
debt to the Bank,and under such a 
system it is not remarkable that the 
collapse was so complete. In return 
for these favors he was in the habit of 
buying drafts on London just before 
account days to a large sum, which 
would then appear in the Bank returns 
as cash, and be redeemed after the 
cooking process for which they were 
required was concluded.

considered on all sides that the body 
does not feel one instant after decapit­
ation—for the brain being the seat of 
sen.-ation to the whole frame through 
the medium of the spinal marrow, 
every part of the body beneath the 
point at which the latter may be divid 
ed must be deprived of feeling.

On the word “murder” 
being called into the ear of a criminal 
executed for that crime at Coblentz, 
the half-closecf eyes opened wide with 
an expression of reproach on those 
who stood around.—Ex.
