present, there is one Supreme 
CoSrtor Judicature, in this province, 
having however, two branches, one of 
law, and the other, of equity, each hav­
ing a distinct jnriediotion, with an ap­
peal from each branch to the Court in 
Banco consisting of the Common law 
and Equity Judges combined. Here­
after the division of law and equity will 
be unknown, as all the judges are given 
an equal power and jurisdiction, and 
entitled to administer equity to every 
suitor, as it wohld bave been heretofore 
administered in suite especially claim 
ing equitable relief by the equity judge, 
or the Court of Chancery in England.

So much for the constitution of the 
Courts, but it is in the practice, where 
the greatest innovation will be experi­
enced. Under the present system, if a 
plaintiff brings an action in the com 
mon law side of the court, and after 
bringing it, discovers, that the relief he 
desires, is of an equitable character, he 
has to abandon his common law action 
nod begin anew on the equity side, and 
vice versa; if. after going into equity, 
the court determines that be could 
have had a complete remedy in law, bis 
bill will be dismissed and he must be 
gin again on the common law side ; in 
either case, he is required to pay a bill 
of costs in order to make him realize 
the mistake which has been made. Af­
ter the first of October, all this will be 
changed, and berealter if a suiter brings 
an action at law, and it is discovered 
that he should have equitable relief, 
equity will be administered and the 
pleadings can all be amended - in order 
to obtain the relief sought. In like 
manner a defendant sued in an action of 
law may obtain full ancf equitable re 
Hef if he requires it, without being re­
quired to bring a cross action in equity. 
y or instance, a party sued on a bond, 
to which he may have a defence in 
equity may not only plead hie equit­
able defence, but can have the bond 
Itself cancelled, without the necessity 
of eueing out a bill in equity for that
