*Rev. DEar Sir anp Brormrr,—I have
the honor to acknowledge the receipt of &
communication dated yesterday, and signed
by yourself, as Chairman of a Committee—
not named—alleged to have been appointed
by certain Masons—not named—who have
felt aggrieved, and, as they allege, unjustly
dealt with in the procesdings of the Grand
Lodge, at its last Annual Communication.

¢t The object of the Committee, it is fur-
ther alleged, is for the purrose of arranging
in o satisfactory and peaceful manner ¢ the
present serious difficulties existing within
the Masonic jurisdiction of Manitoba,’ and
for the healing of which they proposse cer-
tain arrangements, to which they urge a
specific reply at my eaxliest convenience,
gay within two weeks.

“I have to regret that my departure, to-

dey, for the west, prevents the possibility
-of returning a specific reply to the several
propositions of the Committee, but I have
no objection to the manner of settlement,
provided the questions to be submitted be
so preparsed as to cover specifically the
several points affecting the constitutionality
of the official proceedings of the late Com-
munication of Grand Lodge. If the result
establishes that such proceedings were un-
constitutional in any important particular,
I sincerely promise to use every effort in
my power to amend them, but to deslare
‘the entire proceedings of the Armual Com-
murication void in consequence, would be,
in my opiuion, & stretch of my prerogative
unjustifiable and indefensible.

*'With this hurried explanation, I oheer-
fully name R, W. Bros. Harris and Belch
to act with & gimilar number from among
certain Masons who have felt themselves
aggrieved, and with the understanding that
the questions and proceedings shall be sub-
mutted to me and receive my sanction be-
fore transmission to the referees, whom I
will hereafter select.
