The above prices are for up to four colonies ;

Orders must be accompanied by the cash, and
they will be entered and filled in rotation as re-
ceived. We are booking orders now. Do not
delay in ordering if you want prompt shipment.

NUCLEI.

A two-frame nucleus will consist of one-
pound of bees, two frames partly filled with brood
and honey, and an extra good queen, price $4.
Two at one time, $3.75 each—up to July 1st.

After that date the prices will be $3 singly ;
two at one time, $2.75 each.

We can send frames that will suit either the
Jones or Combination hive. Please speoify
which you wish. 8hould youprefer the nucleus
in either Jones or Combination hive, add price
of the hive, made up, to the cost of nucleus.

Bees by the pound and nuclei must always be
sent by express. Orders for nuclei filled in
rotation the same as bees by the pound.
