“ Public worship is conducted at Lovedale in
Kafir and Dateh, and occasionally in Euglish.
The.natives ate nlso visited at their kruals, aud
there ate scliools at the station besides the semina-
ry. 'The nomber of native converts is probably
fourteen or fifteen. but altogether thirty-four sat
Jown at the Lord's table on u recent occaston.

1 'Ihe seminary which is at the station was
apencd on the 2tst of July 1510, and is designed
for the special edncation of the gons of the nussion-
arics, and such natives as have given promise of
being afterwards useful as schoolnisters, cate-
chists, and preachers.  They are, accordinply re-
quired to undergo a preparatory examination of
their attainments in Kafir reading, and in. writing
and arithmetic, all which may be attained at the
station schoola.  The main features of the educa-
tion pursucd in the seminary are as followa :—
1. Secing the natives are wholly unaccustomed to
scdentary habitg, it has been thought best to nux
up bodily excrcise with mental study.  The pupils
are employed on the seminary grounds in simple
processes of agriculture.  In this way they have,
with certain assistance, done o good deal to rise
the nccessaries of life for their own support, and
are, at the same time, becdming qualified for in-
structing their countrymen in this as well as in
other branches of knowledge. 2. They are not
at once cducated for the higher offices, but after
Leing allowed to practice as gchoolmasters, an
opinion is formed as to the propricty of educating
them for higher branches.  ‘I'hen they have also
several vacations in the course of the year, and
these they cmploy teaching or itincrating with
somne of the brethren. 3. The language of study
is the Eaglish,—of communicating suth thewr
countrymen, the Kaffir; through the medium of
the onc they obtain access to our English stores of
Linowledge, and by the other they make it avail-
able to their brethren. 1. Arithinetic, mathema-
tics, geagmphy, aad natural philosophy, are, as
regands their sunpler branches, opencid up to them,
and the English Bible, and the Shorter Catechism
with proofs, are their text-books in theology* ‘The
lust of thees is commitied 10 memory us well ns
studied.

When the seminary was oponed, cleven natives
were ndmitted, and nine of European extraction,
Since thea several of both claeses have died, some

have been fixed as schoolmasters, and a few remzin
with others added.  According to the Intest nc-
counts, the numbers are about the sam=.”
