OW is it that many dislike to be a secretary in
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% of those who find the work so troublesome, if I
tell you how I mannge matters, and then you can see
if it is any improvement on your method.

In the first place, a Secretary’s hook, if bought al- ;

ready prepared, is rather expensive for small Bands.
I buy a note book, about gx6 inches, with board cov-
ers, which costs ten cents. This Jasts two years. Then
I mark the first pages 1, 2,3, and up to 100. On
page 1 I mark in plain or fancy letters, at the top of
page, INpDEX. Now I will show you the Index con-

Keep ac-
curate account of each. If you do this you will have
little trouble with that bugbear of Annual Report.

The list of new members needs no e.tplangtion, but

it saves trouble in preparing your reports. They ¢an
not be counted until they have paid: The addresses
to he remembered are such as Branch Szcretary, or to

any one you may have to correspond with in your

Band work.

Minutes of Meeting.—These are jotted down in a

cheap Scridbler, kept for the purpose, then revised
and carefully written in your NSecretary Book when
you get home. Make them bright and interesting ;
put your best work on them. ~
Business Notes, such as receipts. &c—~Make out
the form, and have it properly signed ; also, cost of

bales, boxes, &c. which you may send away; date of -

sending and cost of freight, value, &c., &c. By this
method I find very littie trouble in keeping my
books straight.
