The good eflecis resvling fiom porsevering Bible
distribution are beconung more and niore apparent
The Rev. Me Ricns, at Palamcottaly, says: ** No
fewer than 221 fwmlics, contaiming SU2 souls. have,
dunng the last =iz months, been rdded to the Clirwa
tian Church.  They are now being instructed i the
wholsome word of God, having cast thesr 1dols to the
moles and to the bata.  Six faimbhes, in another hea-
then place,left tiio worldly advantages of their villaga,
aad have sottled v our unssion lands, w ocder to hiear
and learn the word of God in quietaess, and not to be
expoted to tha temptations which their 1dolatious
ueighbours gave them,

s+ fu the last quarter of the year, {wo men camo
foomn a village near a large wolatrous town, and ask-
ed, in the nmame of aine faumilics, fur a christian teach.
er. Thoy had heard the truths of the word of Gud
f om various persons, but particularly from a christran
woman of anuther placo. A catechist 13 now in.
structing them,  Forty seven families in a second
vulage, aud forty two fymibies in a thud, have
cleansed thesr beathen temples, and are now under
segular instruction, They seem to delight 1 the
word of God. In these days 1 was informed of
txenty families i a fourth village, who bave done
the same, and 1 am just sending teacher to them —
Let the Biv'e socisty rejoico, that, by ns labours,
maro than 14.080 pedple, in this previnee, are sittng
under tho shadow of the treo of hfe, and leara to
en)oy the frust theseof.””

Laangafa, the zealous Clunesc evangelist, under tho
puronage of the patent lustitution, has beenunhap
uly stopped 1 his wosk; and the hittle band of native
christiang, who labouted with hun, broken np by per-
fecution.  Leangala, humself, and hie familv, have
taken refuge 1a Malacca, — whero his 1s employed
in connection with tho Anglo-Clinese College. The
Rev. Mr Evans of Malacca in allu .on to tius mattes
siys; **J have no doubt such a circums’ance will be
overruled for the gencral tenefit of the Cuncse  The
peaple hive smice becoms more earnest m the.r sohci
1ations fur christian books; and 1t 13 our mtention, a?
once, 10 put as nany copies of the New Testament
tito their hands, as we possibly can. Dutmg the
lita parsscutions, the natwe Christiass tehaved
with great constancy aud firmness: Some werv bezten,
others unprisoned, and, their gnods confiscated; pan
mads their escape, but wero obliged to wander about,
seeking obscure retreats, destitute of the neccssaries
of life, and almoat of clothing. But the great Head
of the Charch wnterfersd specdily, for the liberation
and relief of hinafflicted chuldren. Sinecs the arsival
of Leangafa, we have perecvered, in spite of every ob-
alecle; and find m all our movetnents, that our God 18
with us —[ trust you will forward 1o me another reso
lution, as eatly us possible, authorizing me to print an
sdditional supply to tho 10 000 already granted; as
1 eol peisuaded that long before its scrival here, we
shall be quite deststute. There seems to be a wide
and effaciual door opened 10 Cluna, so that thousands
ond millions of the New Testamout will cre tong bo
wanted. Indeed, at this tima, we could easily dispose
of 30,009, yea, 100,000, if we had thom to distribute.**

On the receipt of this communication, the commit
1es of the parent institution, who had prc ‘jonsly sent
out instructions for a farther supp'y of 5000 copies,
pracesded te authorisa the missionaries st Malscca,
10 print successive editions of the New Teostament, to
454 axtgnt of 10,000 more; at thesamo time encourag-
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hiear from home, should circurnstances, in their judg-
ment seent to justify it.

The Rev. Mr Medhurst, having made an esplora-
tory voyago, along the ceasts of China, m cumpany
with the Rev. Mr Stevens, visited various partsof the
provinces of Shan Tung, Keang Soo, Che Keang and
Tokeen: and notwithetanding the prolmbitions of the
Mandating, peransted m walking about and distnbut-
ing tracts; which the people were su eages to tecervo,
that 't was out of the power of the maudauns to pre-
vent their being circulated. In noinstance ware they
Insulted orinjuted. The officors of Government in-
variably treated them with caivility, only displaying a
groat anxiety to get them away as soun as possible.
They dotnbuted about 6,000 volumes of diflurent
pasts of the Scriptures, and 12,000 tracts.

‘The prospects which were opening so brightly on
Madagascar, have boen suddealy and unhappily cloud-
~d  The government of the country hoe mterpored,
7 the most percinptory maaner, and utterly pro-
sciabed Chrisuanty.  The party at present in power,
wiio were always favourable to ldulatey, and op-
sused to the nnprovements of the lute King Radama,
have urged on this measure, and with the concurrence
f the reigning Queen, have at liugth accomplishied
it. The unmediate eflocts produced are thus es.
cabed by the Rev. Mr Freeman; ** at present the
<ccne atound us is disiressing, all public worship is
forb.dden, the copies of the senptures have ull been
collected, by order of tho Govesnment, sud delivered
back to us, as things that the natives no more dare
be in the possession of.  Our tracts, catechisme, and
hymns have all shared the same fate. The triumph
of the Goverament 19 that chitisianity 1s uttetly abol.
ishied, and so cflectually that it 1t can rise no more.”

The commitiee of the parent lnstitution obscerve,
with regasd to theso mclancholy occurrences:—
¢ Yet under this drapensation of Providence, there are
somo intimations that the mercics of the Lord ave not
clean gono furever. Though not a native has been
allowed to work at the Press, the Missionancs have
succeeded in bringing to a cloze the printing of the
Old Tustament; so that tho entire BBible now existsin
the languagc of the country. Portions of it had been
widely circulsted and road, bLofore these late enact-
ments took place; and though tho volume has been
wrenched from their hands, ity contents are, it 1s
beheved, lodged in the mematies and hcarts of many;
where, Uy the grace of God, tho seed will germinate,
and who can say what fruit niag yet be roen.

The distribution of the word of God, 1s still carned
onin vatious parte of Africa, and 1t 13 hoped, not
without advantage to consideratle numbers. And
graufying accounts continue to bo recesved, of the
good effccts resulting from the Suciety’s bounty to the
emancipated Negroes.

From the cursory view which has been given, of the
operations of the Batish and Forergn Bible Suciety,
it appears, that though powerful opposition 13 mani-
fested in different quarters, there is much ground for
thankfulnuss, and no room for despondency. We may
warrantably cherish the hope that God will, in tus
own good ume and way, frustrate tho desigus of the
Henemies of lus holy word, and remove every obstruction
to its umversal circulation.  ** The wrath of man shall
praise fum, and the remainder of the wrath he will
rostrain.’

In the mean time, it becomes the friznds of the Bible
to thank God and take courage; and all who have
any regard to the glory of Gad. and to the temporal
and eternal welfare of their fellow creatures, sh.ould
feel themselves coustrained to contnibute, ns the Lord
hath prospered thom, to the fustbesanco of thus glon-
ous ceusc.

DISTRESSING SHIPWRECKS,

Lixtract of a Latr fiom Maric Joseph, da-
ted January 12, 1337.—** It becomes iny pan-
ful daty to mfurm you of the luss of the Brig-
antine Gratitude, from St Joho’s, N1, bound
to Habfax, and that five of the crew und tvo
passengers perished—indecd the only person
saved was the Coptain. Prom tam 1 learn
that the Grattude siled from St. Jehn's, Dec.
aS—ou the 30th nud Sist ult. experenced hard
gales from N. W, and severe frost—and that
three of the crew heenme frost ntten in both
feet and hands ; the ves<el sprung a-leak and
was embodied m ice  ‘Fhe weather svon af-
ter beeae fine, nnd she shaped her course for
Haldux ; but on the 2d inst., in the evening,
she struck on some ledges at the 8. E. end of
Crook Island, at the entrance of Liscomb Har-
bor, and was seon a toial wreck,  ller cargo
cunsisted of 1230 qtis. Fish.  T'he bodies of
those who perished have been found and bu-
ried.”

'T'he new brig Maria, owned by 8. G. Arcli-
buld & Co., from Syduey, C. B., with coal—
bound to St. John's, N. 1%, lost hier mainmingt,
and went azhore 1 a gale of wind, at Scatn-
rie, C. B., abeut the 5th Janvary. — Vessel
and cargo a totul luss—crew suved.

"The brig Liverpool, Louden, frum Mirutu-
chi, for Liverpoul, was driven on the Bar of
Inch, Dingle Bay, on the mght of the 1.4:h Dec.
and immedintely beenme o total wreeke Oa
the vessel Birst striking, the Captain and Mrs.
Louden (who unfortunately arcompamed her
husbaud on the voyage,) were washed over-
board. Mrs Louden wus uover seen. The
Captain gained the shore by laying hold of a
rope, but died very shortly after of gricf, cold,
and fatigne. The remainder of the crew, 15
in number, were saved.

Ox 1 Ciurivaiion oF Tue Mentar Fa-
cuLTiISs.—One cause w hich linsits the culuva-
tion of the mental powers, 1s the total absence
of religioys dissent in the country. A differ
#nce of vpin on vpon rebygious doctines among
s people, is the wost power{ul stunulus to the
human wind to imvicstigate, to obitam kunow-
ledge, to exest the mentul powers.  The spi-
rit of religious controversy adds nothing cer-
tainly to their intelhgence, ncuteness, desire
for cducation, and value of re’.gion. Scotlund
and England without their Scceders and Dise
seuters, would have. been countries it which
the human wind slumbered. A land of uni-
versal confurmity is necessarily one of univer-
sul apathy as to religious matters, or else of
gross supersition. Tt is to expect cffect without
cause, tu expect zeal or enlightened behief
without inquiry and opposition,and the collision
of mind against mund.  There is something of
this apathy and of thie superstition observable
in Norway : there is no stmulus awakening
men from the passive state of mind produced by
uninquiring confortnty.  Thoese who meintuin
that a nation should huve but one religious
Code fixed by law, to the exclusion of all
dissent, should look and sce whether there is
asound and true sense of seligion 1 thuse
countries, whether Catholic or Pratestant,
where the public mind hag remained iu this
state. ¢ Ifignorunce be bhws,’ it has hieen suid,
“1is folly to be wise.” It is this bliss and
this wisdom which universal conformity tothe
doctrines of an Establislied Cliurceh, t:ither ina
nation or parish, wil} producc."-—Lmng’s 1\'07'.- .
