Yers and “atties vpon the pavement below.  The
outenes o the ptirsuees and the pursued, the shricks
of the waunded as blow atter blow fell upon them
==the incessant reports off muskets and pistols,
combned to create i scene of tenor such as hue-
man eyes have scldom witnessed.  In the mudst
ur ten thousand perils the younyg man crept alony,
l)rotcctcd by lus pricetly garb, and fiequently sceig
s fellow-Clinstians shot aud stabbed at los very
side.  Suddenly, in turning a corner, he fell into
the midst of a band of the body-guard of the king,
wvhose hands wero drpping “with bloods  “They
seized hun with great rottghness, when secing the
praycrsbook which was i s hand, they consi-
dered it a safe passport, and permitted him to con~
tinue on lus wayy tningured,” Twice agaun he en-
tountered similar peril, as he was seized by bauds
of hloady men; and each tinie he was extricated in
the same way.

At length he arrived at the College of Burgundy,
And now his danger was increased tenzfold, i
was a Catholic college.

mained three days 1n the deepest suspense, appre-!
hensive every hour the assassms would break !
upon him, A faithful servant of the President |
brought him his food, but could tell him nothing |
but deeds of treachery and vlood. At the end of
three da{s the poor boy, who afierwards attaned
great celebrity as the Dake of Sully, the minister
and bosom friend of Henry, was relcased and pro-
tected, throush the massacre continued through the
hrovinces of France for more than a week, and it
1s cstimated that not less than eighty thousand Pro-
1estants were the victims of this awful butchery.

Tiur DeaTH or ProrEssor Stuant.—This
veteran in the service of religion and learning died
at Andover, Mass., on last Sunday night, He had
attained the mature age of 71 years.

I read a portion of the Scriptures, and for a few
moments dwelt on the fearful effects of intemper-
ance. But there was no fecling, I prayed wath
them; but there was no reverence. ‘Lhey all
gazed with 2 vacant stare, as if their minds had
evaporated, and as if the fiery liquid had burned
out their consciences, They were obviously past
fecling.  ‘The coffin was closed und placed i the
hearse.

2. How sad the effects which usually follow the
habitual violation of the Sabbath! Had thisyoun
man been brought up to ¢ remember the Subbath
day,” he might have been saved to the cause of
vittue und usefulness, and from an carly, ignoble,
and unknown grave.
