Our Preshyterian system afiords many opportunities
for culuvaung the spiriv of active devotion ta Christ,
but, 1In a mulutude of cases, these oppurtunities are
negiected.  And too often Presbytenes set the ex.
ample. We hardly know a sadder spectacie than that
of a large Preshytery oncupying its time in consider-
iag the great question, “ How not to do it.” There
are brethrea that have o masvellous fertility in treat-
wng that question.  They can ring the changes on it
wonderfully. Some new method of antiviry has been
brought into operation 1n their neighbourhood ; it is
new, therefore unconstitutional; and they cannot rest
tll they have repudiated and denounced it.  There is
‘something mntensely saddening in the thought of men,
able and good mon in their way, signalising their life
—if the word sigualising may be used of anything so
poor—by applying the drag and pulling the bridle
against thew more active and enterprising brethren.
We remember onte, 1 traveling along 2 Righland
road, sbserving a heap of old shoes at the foot of &
steep dechvity ; and on asking how they came theres
we were informed that the driver of the public coach
was 0 the habit, cach morming as he sev ow, of nail-
ing an old shoe on the face of the drag attached to the
hind wheel, and then, when he came ¢o the battom af
the hatl, pulhng st off, and consigning it to the heap.
We know men whose whole public Iife would be fitly
represented by such an ignoble heap—mea who,
deeming that the world's salvation deperds on keep-
ing things golng in the old fashion, have delivered
speech upon speech, year after year, for the purpese
of obstructing the onward movements of the day?
Aod alt the while wihouwt any conception of the
poverty of the yole they have chosen, or the pitisbie
