boen well denominated, which distil annually thity miltions |
of gallons of spirits for the consumption of three millions of |
people. The consequer ces of thes calamitous facility in pro~ |
ducing and obtainipg spirituous liquors have been to the last |
degrec disastrous. Notwithstanding the small number of |
manufactuses which are estahlished in the couatry, the gene- |
ral simplicity of rural iife, the absence of great towns, and
the moderate size of its capital, which conlains only eighty
thousand inhabitants, the average amount of crime over al; !
Sweden equals that of the mosi depraved cities in Greatl
Britain.  ‘The illegilimate births are to the fegilimate aver |
the whole country, as aae to thirteen ; while in the capital, |
they have reached the astonishing number of one to two and |
three-tenths, exceeding even the proportion of Paris itself. |
So fearfully does this destructive passion for ardent spirits in- i
flame the blood, and gencrate crime, even in the coldest
latitudes.—Alison’s History of Europe. !
