BISHOP PERSICO'S FAREWELL.

It having been made known that His Lordship,
Right Revd. Dr. Persico, who since the demise of
the Revd. P.H. Harkin, some three years since, has
filled the position of parish priest of the parish,
would on Sunday morning last, make his adieuz to
the parishioners, the handsome church of 5t, Colum-
ba was crowded to the doors by the inhabitants, as
well a8 a pumber from the city. High Mase, which
waa celebated by the Rev. Mr. Lepage, of Rimouski,
commenced at 9 30. The musical portion was sup-
plied by the regular choir, who sung Mass No. 3,
with harmonium accompaniment. After the first
Goapel, his Lordship ascended the pulpit, and, after
making the usual announcements, addressed the
congregation, eaying that, as they had for some
time back been mude aware, the moment of separ-
a'ion had arrived, He assured them  that painful
a8 the separation was to them, it was no less so to
him, & separation which was not at all of his seek-
ing but the contrary, and simply in compliance
with the command of a supetior authority; throngh
the highest carthly source. Ho said, and God
kaew it, that in settling in Canads, his _sole object
was to do his Master's work. He had hoped to
spend many- years amongst them, but it had been
ordered otherwiso and it only remained for them
and him to tubmit. He thanked them for the
many acts of kindness which he had received at
their hands daring his sojourn amongst them, He
also commended the thorough accord which had
ever éxisted—not alone in his time but also in that
of his predeccssor, as far as he could lcam, between
the two natioanalities of which the parish was
composed, Irish and French Canadian, ullpding: to
the yrent fecling of sympathy that from time im-
memorial Lad actuated the Irish towards the French
people—and after all, the French Canadiaus were
bat the French people transplanted. In conclusion
" be desired to again, as he had done on every occa-
slon, warn the people against the terrible vice of
the sge—drunkenness, which was the fountain of
ull other sin ; he could not, he felt, be too impress-
ivaon this point. A sober people were gure to
have the blessing of the Almighty. In conclusion
hie begged that his dear Irish friends would follow
him not aleno with their kind remembrance, their
#ood wishes, hut also, with their carnest prayers,
He in retorn, he said, would ever remernber them
ia his prayers, and he would not fail, when at the
feet of the Sovereign Pontiff in Rome, to impress
upon the Holy Father the virtues of bia flock in St.

His Lordship who throughout this discourse was
