MORRISON SENTENCED

To Eightean Years in the Penitentiary for
Manslsughter—Me Takes His Sentenee
. Coolly,

SHERBROOKE,
yoars—that in the mentence imposed by tha
iaw uvpon Donsald Merrisen for the man-
slaughter of Warren. To say that the extent
of the sentence has surprized the folks arcund
here la to put it very mildly Indeed. The
most that had heen expected did not come ap
to the reality, and when Judge Brooks pro-
nounced the last words that consigned Mor.
rison to the penitentiary for the remainder of
the best part of his life, the surprise was
about as great as when, on Wednesday, the
jury cams into court and pronounced him
gullty,

The court was nearly ae fall as on any day
of the memoratle trial when the ocourt re.
sumead this mornlag, and the excitement was
as polated to kvow what Morrison's fate
would be a8 on the day when the jary gavs
their verdict. Sharp as the clock struck ita
ten strokes, Justice Brookaand Wartele took
their seate on the bench, and the crder was
at once glven for the prisoner to come In, A
few moments later the prieoner appenrsd,
escorted by Ssrgeants Burke and Somerville
of the Provincial police, and, as usual, hanad.
ouffed to the stardy wrist of the sergeant.
Standing in the dock, Morrison appeared joet
as cool and collected ns when the evidence
was belog given, or -when the verdiot was
rendersd, and remaloed standing while the
judge spoke the words which consigned him
to the penitentiary, Asked the usual ques
tion whether he had enything to say why
sentence should not be passed, Morrison re-
plied In the negative.

JUDGE BROOKS PASSES SENTENCE,

Mr. Juatice Brooks then eaid : Donald
Morrison, you have, aiter a fair and impartial
trial, before a jury of your peers—after an
able defence, in which your interests have
been well protected by your eminent connael
—been convioted of the orime of man-alangh-
ter., You were indicted for the crime of mur-
der. The differsnce betwsen the two ia so
alight that It ls exceedingly fortunate for yeu
that the court Is net now called upon, In the
sentence which {s to pronounce, te paze the
sontence of death instead of a tarm of Imprl-
sonment. The jury before whom you were
tried have fonnd, instead of marder, that yon
are gulity of the orlme of manslanghter. The
jury, in thelr verdiot, have recommended you
to the meroy of the conrt, They have asked
that the slightest penrlty consistent with the
requirements of ,the law and what s due to
the conntry shoald be passed upen you, These
recommendations always receive the fullest
attention on behalf of the conrt,

The court cannot, however, be Ignorant of
the fact, of which they have cfficial cogni-
zance, that you, after you had, in the termas
of the law been indloted by a jury of your
ceuntrymen, afier you had felonlously killed
and slain Luocius ¥, Warren, on the 22nd
June, 1889, you did not submit yourself to
the anthorlties ; that, having so killed said
Lucfus F. Warren in the attempt which he
wan then making under the authorlty of the
Jaw to arrest you on a ohargs of felony,whioh
had been brought agalnat you, you did not
wait to see what was the effect of the fatal
buollet that sped from your revolver, but
tarned and fled, The court cannot be ignor-
ant of the fact that for a anbeequent perlod of
ten months yon remalned In a stae of armed
oppotition to the omnstitated authoritiea of
the land. The court fs cognizant of the fact
that, previcus to the time of your capture,
youn had been delylug the law for rearly a
year, and after a reward had been offered for
youar apprehension, that you stlll continued
{n a ufhta of armed resietance to the law of
the land.

THE LAW MUST BE VINDICATED.

It is fortunate for you thut there wae not a
repetition of . the offence for which you must
now be sentenced, at the time of your oap-
\ure, - for the court has officlal knowledge
that a tros bill has baen found agalnst you
for attemptiog to shoot at the officers whe
effzoted your arreat. The amount of punith.
ment to be Inflicted upon you has been the
subjeot of the most apxious and careful con-
sideration of tbis court, The punishment ia
not as agalnst the Individual, it {s not in-
filoted on the individual for the purpose ef
punishing him only, but for the protestize of
rociety, and feellag the reaponsibility whioh
is placed on it, the ocourt feels that yon must
be sentenced to s long term of ingprizonment,
and 1¢ 1z impreseed the more with the neces-
sity of this from ihe fact that you, Donald
Morrisen, have been, as I have stated, for
upwards of nearly & year in o state of armed
resistance, and when you were captared there
were found on your person two revolvers,
which you must have kept in your possessivn
with & vlew of preventing your arrest for the
churges brought against you. The impres-
sion must not go before the public that any
one, be he high or low, riob or peor, can re-
sist the suthority of the law, which must ba
supreme, - With the vlew of Impreming this
fact on the public mind; with the view of
showing everyone In tbls land of oure that
the authorlty and msjeaty of the law ie
suprems, it {a the duty of this court te impese
on you a sentence which shall mark the enor-
mity and gravity of the orlme of whioh you
have been convioted, .

CEANOES OF COMMUTATION,

But, Donald ¥Morriven, although ap to the
time of your capture you had evidently not
rupented of the orime you bad committed, or
shown by your acts that you had regratted
the course you bad taken, but you are still
s young man, and will have the oppcrtanity
ef diminishing to a considerable extent, the
term of Impriscnment to which you will be
sentenced, By a mercifol provision of the
law cencerning the penitentarien of this cenn-
try, Ltis in the power of sny one sentenced to
imprisonment in the penitentiary te very ma-
terially dimlulsh their term of imprisonment.
The law aays that, by means of dilgence, in-
dustry and faithfulness in the performance of
work and a atriot obzeivance of the prison
rales, a msatorial reduction of time 'may be
had, 8o greas that for the firat six months by
good conduot, by olbserving the rules of the

rison and by Industry, you may deduot five
S.yn each month ; for the. aubsequent year
you may deduot seven and a half days In each
monthk, one-quarter of the time ; and for all

THE FIRE KING'S HARVEST.

Talmnge's Famons Tabernaele Falls Victim

13.—The famous
Brooklyn Tabernacle, of which Rev. T. Da-
Witt Talmage, D.D., is pastor was burned
early this morning for the secsnd time in its
blstory, at 2.15 s.m. A policeman discover-
ed flames lavuing from the sm:ll windows
over tho maln entrance and sent outsn alarm,
The firemen on arriving found that the fire
hond assumed large proportions and additional
alarma callivg cat all av.ilable apparatus
were at once sent out, It became evident
that the edifice was doomzd. 1t burusd like
tinder and the firemen, Gespalring of saving
ft, dirscted thelr efforts to the adjolalng pro-
perty, Many eccopents of neigbboring
dwellings wore already awake, and the police
sranged those who were sleeplng. ‘I'ne three-
storey frame strucsure, adj-ining the church
on the enet elde, wae the first to take fire, and
with other buildings was considerably damsag-
ed. Frightened residents of the nelghbor-
hood rushed out half dressed or in their
night clothes, and the police had great diffi-
culty In reassuring those not in absolute dan-
ger. Fortunately thers was no loss of life
or limb. The charch bullding was rapidly
gensumed, and In an heur’s time only tettsr-
ing walld remained. Dr. Talmage was te n
on the scene, and after ho had seen the edi-
fice which had bsen
