t Moar Rev SBir—I beg to acknowledge the receipt
of your lstter of the 16th jnst, eslling my attention
to the anmswer recently given by me to Sic John
Gray’s question in she House of Oommons, and that
given by Lord Malmesbury in the Honse of Lords,
in reférence .to the communications which have
passed between us concerning a charter for &
Roman Oatbolic. University, and complaning that
the negotiaticns on the subject-were broken off by
‘me ‘in ' 'an abrupt and unmexpected manver. It
becomes my duty to call your attection briefly to the
aventd which have takea place witt! regyd tothe
'proposals made by the Goveroment iz thia matter.
Onp the 12th March I anoonoced in the Houee of
Qomons that it wad the iotention of ber Majesty’a
Goveroment to propose thata -charter shonld bs
given to a ‘Roman Catbolic University. I said
that up to that time we had eotered into no negocia-
tions .or commapications with snyone, bai that
keeping in view the principles we thonght indis-
peneible—namely, and thers ehould be-in the in-
gtitution an influential lay element, aad that elective
principle should befully recognized—we were pre-
pared to listen respectifully and cerefully to all
Buggestions that were made to us, snd {0 endeavour
'to suit the zew University to' the rrquirementa of
thoge for whome benefit it: was intended. On the
.14th March, therefore, I addressed to yom a note
referring to. your letter to the Earl of Derby on the
23rd October, 1867, in Which you atated thstyon
bad been deputed by the Roman Oatholic Arch-
biehope and Bishops of Ireland to enter intd com-
mupication with ber Msjesty's Governmeat, on the
subject of "a charter for the Roman Uatholic
Uaiveraity. I eaid that I should be happy. on tbe
part of the Goveroment, to -Teceive from you sny
:communication which you might be pleaged to make
on the sulject. On the 19th MarchI recaived a
Jetter, in- wkich you put- forward saveral objections
to the nroposed scheme, 8tating, at the same time,
that you would do me the bozour of waiting upon

me during the ensning week. .

« A lengtheued interview took place oo the 24th
at tbe Irish Office, in which you and your right rev-
grened - colleagne repeated, to s groat extent, the
objection put forward in yourlatter of the 19th. To
thess objections Lord Malmesbury and I listened
with respectful atlenticn ; and, at the close of the
iterview, we reqaested you to piaca thoge epinions
wn writing ‘st greater ‘length and in grester datail
than you bad done in your firat letter. A letter
dated the 31st of March waa subsequently received,
ino which, with, great clearnessand frankness, you
get ' forth the alterations which you recommended
ghould be-made 'in the framework of the new ijn-
stitdtion, as it ;wag described in:a memorandum
which I bad the “honour -of placing ia your hands.
The alterations which you said that you considered
necessary were principally based on the assumption
~that'thero was not sufficent scopegiven in_the ¢on-
-miitntion of the University and its governisg oody
-for the -exercise by the - Roman Oatholic prelates of

«their authority in matters appertarining to faith and
~inorale, or over the books that were toba used by
- tbe ‘studenta. [n order,therefore fully to provide for

eotirely at an .od. - The answer given by the Ear!

Again on the 12th
Juns, in reply to Bir J -Gray, after referring to the
dates of the communications which had taken place,
I made a similar anawer, and stated that it wad not
ourintention to take any forthur steps in the matter,
It could not have been suppored that a eorrespon-
dence conducted in sach - & manner, exten_dmg over
80 consicerable a period of time, and terminating in
the way it did, wad intended Dby you to have bean
re-opened. ' The questionw ag to which differences
aroge involved matters of the bighest principle.
Bpeakiog on behalf of the Roman Catholio prelates
of Ireland, you laid down in the clearest maoner tle
maxitws on the subject of university education which
you considered necessary for the eafety of the faith
and morals of the youth of the country. We could
not have supposed that requirements sanclioned by
such high authority, 80 repeatedly made end 8o
clearly expresged, could have been but forward only
to be withdrawn. = Under these circumstances, 1
oan only repeat the answer 1 have already given in
the House of commeons, that it is not the, intention of
her Msjesty's Government to take any further steps
