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4. The provisons of thîia Article shali apply to tihe caee of Airbioles 26 and
29. In Guoli cases, the Pree.ident shail request one or, if necessaoey, twc> of the

meb >e f the Court foemîing the ehamiber to give place to the memhers of
the Court of the nationality of tihe parties concern-ed, and, failing suech, Or if they
arc unable to be prsnt the judges peily coeçn jy the parties.

5. Should themr lie several parties in the saine interest, they shall, for the
purposo of the preceding provisions, bc reekonod as one paxty oaily. Any doiibt
upon this point ehdâ be settled by the decision of the Court.

6. Judges chosen'as laid down, in paragrapbs 2,,3, ýand 4 of this Article shall
fulfil the conditions required by Articles 2, 17 (paragrapli 2), 20, and 24 of the
present Statute. They "11i take part in the deoision on terms of complete
equality witui tiheir celleaguies.

Article 32

1. Each meuber of tihe Court shaill receive au anmual saiary.

2. The Preident eýiall receive a 8peciaIt annuaJa ellowance.

3. The Vire-President shall receive a special allowance for every day on
which Lie acts as President.

4. The jude chosen unde~r Article 31, other than inembers of the Court,
shal reoeive comnpensation for caoh day on whioh they eicercise their funetione.

5. These salaries, allowances, and cmpensation shall le fixed by the
Geniera1 A66ssmbly. They may not bc ecrae during the term of Office.

6. The salary of the Registrar shall lie fixed by the General Assembly on
the proposal of the Court.

7. Regulations m~ade by the General Assembly shall fi theconditions u~nider
whieh retireet peniisons may be given to mem~bers of tihe Court and to the
Registrar, and the conditions under w<hich memnbers of the Court and the
Registrar shall have their tiravelling exessrefunded.

S. The above salarieî, allowanee, and compensation shaUl le free of al
taxation.

Article 33

The expenseS of the Court shali lie borne by the United Nations in such
a manner as shall be deelded by the Gexneral Assemblýr.
