(h) to appoint staff, subject to the provisions of Article 9 of £his

(i) to undertake any project appropriate to the accomplishment ¢
the purposes of this Organization;

(7) to conclude agreements with countries able and willing to rqceiv
refugees and displaced persons for the purpose of ensuring the protection °
their legitimate rights and interests in so far as this may be necessary; 8"

(k) in general to perform any other legal act appropriate to its purposé*
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ARTICLE 3
RELATIONSHIP TO THE UNITED NATIONS

The relationship between the Organization and the United Nations shall L
established in an agreement between the Organization and the United Nati?
as provided in Articles 57 and 63 of the Charter of the United Nations.

ArTICcLE 4
MEMBERSHIP

1. Membership in the Organization is open to Members of the Unit®
Nations. Membership is also open to any other peace-loving States, not r_neee’
bers of the United Nations, upon recommendation of the Executive Committ nd
by a two-thirds majority vote of members of the General Council present o
voting, subject to the conditions of the agreement between the Orgamza“
