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The State Party receiving the inspection shall, in accordance with(f)
agreed procedures:

- have the right to accompany the International Inspectors at all times 
during the inspection and observe all their verification activities at 
the destruction facility, and the storage facility thereat/

- have the right to retain duplicates of all samples taken at the 
Inspectors' request and be present when sanples are analysed/

- have the right to inspect any agreed standard instrument used or 
installed by the International Inspectors and to have it tested in the 
presence of its personnel/

- provide assistance to the International Inspectors, upon their 
request, for the installation of seals or monitoring devices and the 
analysis of sanples on-site as appropriate to the monitoring of the 
destruction process/

- receive copies of the reports on inspections of its destruction 
facility(ies)/

- receive copies, at its request, of the information and aata gathered 
about its destruction facility(ies) by the Technical Secretariat.

(g) If Inspectors detect irregularities which may give rise to doubts 
they will report the irregularities to the representatives of the facility and 
the National Authority and request that the situation be resolved.
Uncorrected irregularities will be reported to the Executive Council.

(h) After each inspection to the destruction facility, International 
Inspectors shall submit a report with their findings to the (Director-General 
of the) Technical Secretariat which will transmit a copy of this report to the 
State Party having received the inspection, 
received during the inspection shall be treated as confidential (procedures to 
be developed).

Chemical weapons storage facilities at chemical weapons destruction8.
facilities

(a) International Inspectors shall verify any arrival of chemical 
weapons at a chemical weapons storage facility at a chemical weapons 
destruction facility, as referred to in paragraph 6 (d) of section II of this 
Annex, and the storing of these chemical weapons, 
appropriate, agreed seals, markers or other inventory control procedures to 
facilitate an accurate inventory of the chemical weapons in this storage 
facility. They shall install such agreed seals as may be necessary to verify 
that stocks are removed only for destruction.

(b) As soon and as long as chemical weapons are stored at chemical 
weapons storage facilities at chemical weapons destruction facilities, these 
storage facilities shall be subject to international systematic monitoring, as 
referred to in relevant provisions of paragraph 5 of section II of the present 
Annex, in conformity with the relevant agreements on subsidiary arrangements 
or, if no such agreement has been concluded, with the agreed combined plan for 
destruction and verification.
