
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THEGOVERNMENT 0F THE REPUBLIC 0F INDONESIA CONCERNING THE
PEACEFUL USES 0F NUCLEAR ENERGY

The Goverrnent of Canada (hereinafter referred to as Canada) and the Govern-ment of the Republic of Indonesia (hereinafter referred to as Indonesia);

CoNsciQus of the many benefits that the application of nuclear energy to peace-fui purposes is providing;

DESIRING to accelerate and enlarge the contribution that the development ofnuclear energy can. make to the welfare and prosperity of their peoples;

RECOONIZING the advantages to them both of effective co-operation in the de-velopment and application of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes;

AFFIRMINO their commitment to ensuring that the international developmentand use of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes are carried out under arrangementsthat will, to, the maximum possible extent, further the objectives of the Treaty onthe Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons;

MINDFUL that Indonesia and Canada as non-nuclear-weapon States Party to theTreaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons have undertaken flot to,manufacture or otherwise acquire nuclear weapons or other nuclear explosive devices,and that they have concluded agreements with the International Atomic Energy Agen-cy (hereinafter referred to as the "Agency") for the application of safeguards in con-nection with the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons;

AFFIRMING their support for the objectives of the Statute of the Agency, andtheir desire to, promote universal adherence to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation
of Nuclear Weapons;

UNDERLININO that the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weaponsprovides that nothing in that Treaty shall be interpreted as affecting the inalienableright of Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons to developresearch, production and use of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes without dis-crimination and in conformity with Articles I and II of that Treaty;

UNDERLINING further that the Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Profiferationof Nuclear Weapons have undertaken to, facilitate, and have the right to participatein, the fullest possible exchange of equipment, materials and scientific and techno-logical information for the peaceful uses of nuclear energy and that Parties to theTreaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons in a position to do so shallalso co-operate in contributing together to the further development of the applica-
tions of Nuclear energy for peaceful purposes;
