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ARTICLE XVI

Re-Extradition to a Third State

The Party to which a person has been extradited

under this Treaty may not extradite that person to a third

State without the consent of the Requested Party, except

in the cases provided for in Article XV.

ARTICLE XVII

Applicable Law

Unless there is provision to the contrary in

this Treaty, proceedings relating to arrest and

extradition shall be governed by the law of the Requested

Party.

ARTICLE XVIII

Transit

1. When a third State has granted the extradition

of a person to one of the Parties, that Party shall seek

transit permission for that person from the other Party in

the case of a scheduled stopover in the latter's

territory.
