
PART IH.

The President of the United States of
America, His Majesty the King of
Great Britain, Ireland and the British
Dominions beyond the Seas, Emperor
of India, and His Majesty the Emperor
of Japan, have agreed as between them-
selves to the provisions of this Part III:

ARTiCLE 14.

The naval combatant vessels of the
United States, the British Common-
wealth of Nations and Japan, other
than capital ships, aircraft carriers and
all vessels exempt from limitation under
Article 8, shall be limited during the
term of the present Treaty as provided
in this Part III, and, in the case of spe-
cial vessels, as provided in Article 12.

ARTICLE 15.

For the purpose of this Part III the
definition of the cruiser and destroyer
categories shali be as follows:

Cruisers.

Surface vessels of war, other than
capital ships or aircraft carriers, the
standard displacement of which exceeds
1,850 tons (1,880 metric tons), or with
a gun above 5 -1-inch (130 mm.) calibre.

The cruiser category is divided into
two sub-categories, as follows:

(a) cruisers carrying a gun above
6-1-inch (155 mm.) calibre;
