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(c) The provisions of Article VIII of the present Convention shail apply
ta any territory to which the Convention is extended in accordance
with the present Article; for this purpose, the expression "its ovni
formalities, documentary requirements or procedures" shail include
those in force in that territory.

(d) The present' Convention, shail cease to, extend to any. territory one
year after the receipt by the Secretary-General of a notification tO
this effect, or on such later date as may be specified therei.n.

(2) The Secretary-General shail infom ail the Contracting Governments
of the extension of the present Convention to any territory under paxagraph 1
of this Article, stating ini each case the date from. which the Convention ha-S
been so extended.

ARTICLE XIV

The Secretary-General shall inform ail signatory Governments, ail Con-
tracting Governments and ail Members of the Organization of:

(a) the signatures afixed to the present Convention and the dates thereof;
(b) the deposit of instruments of acceptance and accession together witb,

the dates of their deposit;
(c) the date on which the Convention' enters into force in accordanCe

with Article XI;
(d) any notification received in accordance with Articles XII and XIII

and the date thereof;
(e) the convening of ainy confezrence under Articles VII or IX.

ARTICLE XV

The presezit Convention and its Annex shail be deposited with the Sece
tary-General who shail transmit certified copies thereof to signatory GoverP,
ments and ta acceding Governnents. As soon as the present Convention entera
into, force, it shail be registered by the Secretary-General i accordance witli
Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations.

ARTICLE! XVI

The present Convention and its Annex shall be established in the EngliUIl
and. French languages, both texts being equally authentie. Officiai trnslatiO'9
shall be prepared in the Russian and Spanish languages and shall be deoste
with the signed originals.
